Article 1 7 General Provisions

ARTICLE 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

101 TITLE. The regul ations of this Title shall be officially
Ordinance of McLean County, I'llinois, o0 although it ma
fizoning ordinance, 0 or Athis ordinance. 0

102 AUTHORITY . This zoning ordinance is enacted pursuant to the powers granted and
limitations imposed by the Constitution and laws of the State of lllinois, including the
statutory authority granted in Chap55 ILCS, as amended.

103 PURPOSE AND INTENT. This zoning ordinance is adopted to promote the public
safety, health and general welfare of residents and visitors to McLean County. More
spedfically, the regulations are intended to:

1 Preserve and protect property rights throughout the county;

2. Regulate the location, height and size of all structures, the amount of lot coverage,
the size of stback areas and the density of population;

3. Divide the unincorporated area of the County into zones and districts;

4, Regulate and restrict the development and use of buildings and land within each
zoningdistrict;

5. Provide for orderly growth and harmonious development of McLean County
consistent with established policies of the County;

6. Secure proper arrangement of streets for efficient traffic circoldatioough the
coordination of existing and planned streets, comprehensive plan, public facilities,
and adjoining developed land;

7. Secure adequate provisions for water, drainage, sanitary sewer facilities based upon
County, Stateand Federal requirements;

8. Provide for agricultural uses in rural areas of the County while providing for more
intense land uses near the incorporated places;

9. Provide for urban uses outside incorporgitates in response to market demand,
provided development standards do not create a burden for the public;

10.  Secure safety from fire, flooding, panic, and other dangers;

11 Provide adequate light, air, s@tion, and drainage;

Further the appropriate use of land and conservation of natural resources;

Obtain the wise use, conservation, devel opment ,

land uses and the ability of the natural resource base to support and sustain such
uses;

Preserve, protect andncourage the development antprovementof agricultural

APPLICABILITY AND JURISDICTION . The provisions of this zoning ordinance
shall apply to the development of all structures and land within the unincorporated area of
McLean County and shall be in conjunction with the provisions of the Land Subdivision
Ordinane of McLean County. It shall be unlawful to conduct development on any parcel
or the construction of any structure on a parcel until (1) all applicable development review
and approval processes have been followed; (2) all applicable approvals have been
obtained; and (3) all required permits or authorization to proceed have been issued.

RULES OF CONSTRUCTION.

1

Meanings and Intent All provisions, terms, phrases cdaexpressions contained in
this zoning ordinance shall be construed according to the stated purpose and intent
of the zoning ordinance.

Text - In case of any difference of meaning or implication between the text of this
and any bkading, drawing, table or figure, the text shall control.

Computation of Time The time within which an act is to be completed shall be
computed by including the first day and excluding the last day. In the computation
of time for public hearing notice, the day of the advertisement shall be counted and
the day of the hearing shall be excluded.

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Delegation of Authority- Whenever a provision appears requiring the head of a
department or another office employee of the County to perform an act or duty,
that provision shall be construed as authorizing the department head or officer to
delegate the responsibility to subordinates, unless the terms of the provision specify
otherwise.

Technical and NoiTechnical Words- Words and phrases shall be construed
according to the common and approved usage of the language, but technical words
and phrases that may have acquired a peculiar and appropriate meaning in law shall
be construed anghderstood according to such meaning.

Public Officials and AgenciesAll public officials, bodies, and agencies to which
references are made are those of McLean County, unless otherwise indicated.

CONFLICTING PROVISIONS .

1

Conflict with Other RegulationsWhen the provisions of this zoning ordinance are
inconsistent with one another or when the provisions of thisngoaidinance
conflict with provisions found in other adopted ordinances or regulations, the more
restrictive provision shall govern.

Conflict with Private AgreementsThe regulations of this zoning ordinance are not
intended toabrogate, annul or otherwise interfere with any easement, covenant or
any other private agreement of legal relationship, provided that when the provisions
of this zoning ordinance impose a greater restriction than imposed by such private
agreement, the pvisions of this zoning ordinance shall control.

INTERPRETATION . In their interpretation and application, the provisions of this
ordinance shall be held to be the minimum hespents for promotion of the public health,
safety, morals, need, and welfare.

Where the conditions imposed by any provision of this ordinance, upon the use of
land or buildings or upon the bulk of buildings, are either morteiatage or less
restrictive than comparable conditions imposed by any other provision of this
ordinance or of any other law, ordinance, resolution, rule or regulation of any kind,
the regulations which are more restrictive or which impose higher stanolards
requirements shall govern.

No building, structure, or use which was not lawfully existing at the time of the
adoption of this ordinance shall become or be made lawful solely by reason of the
adoption of this ordinance; and tbe extent that, and in any manner that said
unlawful building, structure, or use is in conflict with the requirements of this
ordinance, said building, structure, or use remains unlawful hereunder.
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Nothing contained in this omhknce shall be deemed to be a consent, license, or
permit to use any property or to locate, construct, or maintain any building,
structure, or facility or to carry on any trade, industry, occupation, or activity.

The provisionsn this ordinance aradditional limitationsupon all other laws and
ordinances, heretofore passed or which may be passed hereafter, governing any
subject matter in this ordinance.

SEPARABILITY . It is hereby declared to be the intention of the County Board of
McLean County that the provisions of this ordinance are separable, in accordance with the
following:

If any court of competent jurisdiction shaliljudge any provision of this ordinance

or amendments thereto to be invalid, such judgment shall not affect any other
provisions of this ordinance or amendment thereto, not specifically included in said
judgment.

If any court ofcompetent jurisdiction shall adjudge invalid the application of any
provision of this ordinance or amendments thereto to a particular property, building,
or other structure, such judgment shall not affect the application of said provision to
any other prperty, building, or structure not specifically included in said judgment.

SCOPE OF REGULATIONS.

All buildings or structures erected hereafter, all uses of land, buildings, or structures
established hereaftell] atructural alteration, relocation, or substantial improvement

of existing buildings, or structures occurring hereafter shall be subject to all
regulations of this ordinance which are applicable to the zoning districts in which
such building, structurejse, or land shall be located; except in a Residence District
and the Agriculture District, a singfamily detached dwelling may be erected on a

lot of record existing on or before February 11, 1974 even though such lot does not
conform with width and agerequirements for the district in which it is located and
provided that there is compliance with all other regulations contained in this
ordinance and other applicable McLean County ordinances, regulations and codes.

Wherea building permit for a buildig or structure has been issued in accordance
with this ordinance, construction shall be diligently pursued to completion. In this
case fidiligently pursued shall mean that constructicsall not cease for a period
longer than eight month&-17-08)

Where the Director of Building and Zoning of McLean County has issued a
building or use permitor a permitted use or special use, such permit shall become
null and void unless work thereon is substantially under way wisrdays of the
date of the issuarcof such permit, or within the period of time beyd&D days
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grantecby the County BoardIn this casefisubstantially undewayo shall mean the
foundatior/ ba®/ poles are installed(6-17-08)

Manufactured homs / mobile homesr other trailers, atfor portable buildings
and structures shall not be permitted in any district as a principal or accessory
building or structure except as follows:

A. Trailers or portable buildings and structures when used by a contractor for an
office or for the storagef materials and/or equipment in the ordinary course
of construction activities; provided that such trailer or portable building or
structure contains no cooking or sleeping facilities and is removed from the
premises at the end of the construction cottrac

B. Recreational vehicles licensed for travel on the highway when lawfully
located in a recreational vehicle park, institutional camp or recreational
camp as provided in this ordinance; or when unoccupied and unused, and
lawfully stored or parked as atwise provided in this ordinance;

C. Manufactured home / mobile home homes when located in an approved
manufactured home park as provided in this ordinance.

D. Manufactured home / mobile home homes when used as a provisional
accessory residential usemamitted in the following section. {20-01)

One manufactured home / mobile home shall be permitted as a provisional
accessory residential use on a lot where a single family dwelling lawfully located
thereon has been either destroyed or so damagéo le uninhabitable by fire,
explosion or natural disaster, subject to the following conditions and stipulations:

A. Such manufactured home / mobile home shall not be placed on the lot, nor
shall it be occupied until the Director of Building and Zonivag issued a
Provisional Occupancy Permit for such use. Application for such permit
shall be made by the owner of the lot and shall be accompanied by a sworn
affidavit certifying intent to rebuild the destroyed or damaged dwelling and
agreeing to the coittbns and stipulations of this section, certification of
approval of the required sewage disposal system and potable water supply
by the McLean County Health Department, evidence that posting of surety
required herein has been accomplistesdisted inthe Mclean County Fee
Ordinanceand such other information as the Director of Building and
Zoning may require to determine compliance with this ordinance:
(6-17-2008) (1-20-2015

B. Such manufactured home / mobile home shall be occupiedbgnthe
person(s) who were residing in the destroyed or damaged dwelling when the
destruction or damage occurred.

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C. Such manufactured home / mobile home shall have a floor area of at least
400 square feet, shall contain a binltoilet and bathing fadties, shall be
connected to a potable water supply and a sewage disposal system both
approved by the McLean County Health Department and shall be located on
the lot in compliance with requirements of this ordinance for the location of
an accessory buildin

D. Such manufactured home / mobile home may be placed on the lot only if it
is so placed and residential occupancy begun within the first 30 days
immediately following the occurrence of the destruction or damage.

E. Such manufactured home / mobile lshall not remain on the lot:

(1) More than 30 days following its placement thereon unless a valid
construction permit as required by this ordinance has been acquired
for the repair or replacement of the damaged or destroyed dwelling
on the same lot;

2 More than 120 days after the issuance of such construction permit
unless the repair or construction authorized by such permit is
substantially underway; and

3) More than one year after the occurrence of the destruction or
damage, or beyond the time ttepair or reconstruction of the
dwelling is at a stage where the dwelling can reasonably be
occupied, whichever comésst.

If such manufactured home / mobile home remains on the lot beyond any of
the times specified in (1), (2), or (3) above, the gusktll be forfeited in
addition to other remedies provided by law.

F. A surety deposit in the amount of $1,500 in cash money or certified check
shall be deposited with the treasurer of McLean County by the owner of the
lot where such manufactured honmadbile home is proposed to be located.
The Treasurer shall place such deposit in the Zoning Surety Deposit Fund.
The surety deposit shall be forfeited and placed in the McLean County
General Corporate Fund upon certification by the Director of Building a
Zoning that such manufactured home / mobile home has remained on the lot
beyond any of the times specified in Paragraph E above. In the event that
removal of the manufactured home / mobile home from the lot in
compliance with said paragraph E is acclished, the surety deposit shall
be returned to the lot owner no sooner than 10 days and no longer than 30
days after such removal has been certified by the Director of Building and
Zoning. (220-01)

Article 1 7 General Provisions

6. Whenever any trustee of a land trust makes applic&didhe County of McLean
under the regulations of the McLean County Zoning Ordinance relating to the land
which is the subject of such trust, such application shall identify each beneficiary
of such land trust by name and address and define his or hestriteerein. All
such applications shall be verified by the applicant in his capacity as a trustee, or
by the beneficiary as a beneficial owner of interest in such land trust. If a body
politic or other corporate entity files such application, a dulyanigbd officer of
such body politic or other corporate entity for whom such application is made
shall verify it. (618-02)

APPLICATION OF REGULATIONS . No building shall hereafter be erected unless it
is on at least one lot, as herein defined, except in industrial districts where a lot may contain
more than one principal building.

OTHER NUISANCE CONDITIONS . Any condition conducive to the breeding of
rodents or insects or any other dangerous, noxious, injurious or objectionable condition,
substance or element which would create any hazard to public health, peace or comfort, or
hinder the appropriate use of land, shall be prohibited.

SEWAGE TREATMENT AND WATER SUPPLY SYSTEM . Both sewerage and
water systems shall be required to serve sifaglely detached dwellings hereafter
established on lots, parcels, or tracts having less than 22,508 $eptan area. Such lots
shall be served by public or community sewer and water systems.

1 Greater lot areas may be required in specific instances in order to conform with the
required standards for installation of individual sewage treatment andsysiems
as set forth in lllinois Statutes and other applicable McLean County ordinances or
codes.

2. A singlefamily dwelling may be hereafter established in a Residence or Agriculture
District on a parcel or tract of land or a lot in a subdivisionctviim each case was
of record on February 11, 1974 even though such parcel, tract or lot does not have
the lot area as required in Article 5, provided such parcel, tract or lot has sufficient
area to conform with the required standards for installatioimdi¥idual sewage
treatment and water systems as set forth in lllinois Statutes and other applicable
McLean County ordinance or codes.

3. Parcels, tracts or lots where other than sifeyteily dwellings are to be established
shall be of sufficient are® provide adequate areas on the lot and adjacent lots that
are not covered by buildings, structures or pavements, for the installation thereon of
individual sewage treatment and water systems in accordance with standards for
such installations as set forth lllinois Statutes and other applicable McLean
County ordinances or codes.
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EXEMPTIONS . The following structures and uses shall be exempt from the provisions of
these regulations:

1.

Poles, towers (except for telecominication towers), wires, cables, conduits, vaults,
laterals, pipes, mains, valves, or other similar equipment for the distribution to
consumers or to or by wholesalers of telephone or other communicatiotr&iglec
gas, or water, or the collectionsdgwage or surface water:16-02)

Underground storage of natural gas by a public utility as defined in the applicable
statutes of the State of lllinois;

Regional pollution control facilities as herein defined,;

Railroad tracks, signals, sigri®jdges, and similar facilities and equipment located
on a railroad rightf-way, and maintenance and repair work on such facilities and
equipment;

Agricultural uses as defined by these regulations or with respect to the erection,
maintenance, repaigjteration, remodeling or extension of buildings or structures
for such agricultural uses. Setback lines for buildings and structures for
agricultural purposes which are exempted from other regulations of this ordinance
shall be as follows: 20-01)

A. Land adjoining a township roaaixty feet from centerline of such road if
the road righf-way is sixty feet or less in width, or thirty feet from the
adjacent righof-way line if the road righof-way exceeds sixty feet in
width.

B. Land adjoining a&ollector street as designated in the Comprehensive Plan, a
County, State or Federal Highwageventy feet from the centerline of such
highway if the highway right of way is eighty feet or less in width, or thirty
feet from the adjacent riglof-way lineif the highway right of way exceeds
eighty feet in width.

C. In addition, on the inside corner at an intersection of two roads or
highways, or a deflection resulting in an interior angle of 120 degrees or
less in a single road or highway, there shall bethack extending
between two points on the centerline of such roads or highways such
points being 200 feet from the intersection of the two centerline20-(2
01)

In the event that any structure or land ceases to be used only for agriculture, then
suchstructure or land shatle subject to this ordinang@:20-01)
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6. Animal feeding operations as defined by the lllinois Environmental Protection Act
and the rules promulgated under that Act concerning agricultural related pollution;

7. Retaining wallsand(6-17-08)

8. The temporary use of land for the installation, maintenance and operation of
facilities used by contractors in the ordinary course of construction activities, except
that such facilities shall be required to be located not less tlafe80from any
building used for residential purposes, and except that the period of such temporary
use shall not exceed the duration of the construction contract. Types of facilities
used by contractors in the ordinary course of construction actisfitesinclude but
not be I imited to a contractorés office or equi pmen
by contractors in the ordinary course of construction activities shall be located on
the same lot where such construction is occurring or on a corgigptou

114 SETBACK LINES ALONG STREETS AND THOROUGHFARES. Setback lines
shall be maintained on all lots abutting a street. Such setback lines on lots abutting
streets shall be set back tistance required for a front yard or side yard abutting a
street in the districts where such lots are located, except on one side of a street
within the length of a block or a distance of not more than 1,800 feet within the
block, whichever is less, wherthere are existing buildings, structures or uses
occupying more than 30 percent of such street frontage, the setback lines for new

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ARTICLE 2
ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT

201 ORGANIZATION . Theadministration of this ordinance is hereby vested in two offices
of the government of the County as follows:

1. Zoning Enforcement Office
2. Zoning Board of Appeals

202 ZONING ENFORCEMENT OFFICE . The Drector of Building and Zoning shall
enforce this ordinance and in furtherance of such authority shall:

1. Administer all procedures concerning permits when such permits are required by
this ordinance, and in connection therewith shall:

A. Review allapplications for construction permits required herein; issue such
permits for application conforming with the regulations of this ordinance;
and make such periodic inspections during construction as may be necessary
to insure compliance with this ordinance

B. Upon completion of construction, or upon application for an occupancy
permit for a change of use, inspect the premises and issue an occupancy
permit if such construction or change of use complies with the regulations of
this ordinance;

C. Review applications for temporary occupancy permits and issue such
temporary occupancy permits for applications conforming to the regulations
of this ordinance;

D. Maintain records of all applications and permits;
2. Make such investigations, decisions, @®hinations and requirements; and issue
such violation notices and compliance orders as are necessary to enforce this

ordinance, and keep records of such notices and orders;

3. Decide or make recommendations on all other matters under this ordinance upon
which the Director of Building and Zoning is required to act;

4, Receive petitions for variances, amendments, and special use permits that are to be

referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals or other appropriate reviewing betl§; (6
02)

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Maintain pemanent and current records of this ordinance, including, but not limited
to, all maps, amendments, special uses, variances, appeals and applications
therefore; revise the Zoning District Map to show all amendments thereto; and
maintain for public inspeain a record, indexed by section, township and range, of

all special uses granted indicating the nature of the special use and the file number
of the hearing on such special use;

Provide and maintain a public information bureau relative to all mattisiag out
of this ordinance; and

Records. The Director of Building and Zoning shall maintain on file the following
documents:

A. At least three (3) copies of the Flood Insurance Rate Map and Flood
Insurance Study;

B. At least three (3) copiesf t he A Gener al Provisionsd and ACrit el
Management and Used of the National FIl ood I nsurat

information provided by the lllinois Department of Natural Resources,
Division of Water Resources;

C. Copies of variance applidah papers and variances resolutions as they
pertain to Special Flood Hazard Areas;

D. Copies of elevation or flood proofing certificates and such other documents
necessary to ensure that a project is constructed in compliance with a
variance resolutigrand

E. Copies of annual reports and other correspondence with the Federal
Emergency Management Agency.

203 ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS.

1.

Creation: The Zoning Board of ®&ppeals of Mc Lean
hereby created in accordance with lllinois law, including 55 ILCS $2910.

Membership and Term of Office:

A. Appointment/Confirmation of Zoning Board by County Board: The
Chairperson of the County Board shall appoint the members @ottiag
Board, subject to confirmation by majority vote of the members of the
County Board.

B. Terms of Membership on Zoning Board: The Zoning Board shall consist of
seven members to serve, respectively, for the following initial terms:

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Q) one membefor one year,

2 one member for two years;

3 one member for three years;
4 one member for four years; and
(5) three members for five years.

Thereafter, each member of the zoning Board shall serve for a term of five
years.

C. Membership on the Zamg Board: The Zoning Board shall include the
following members:

Q) one member who resides in either the Town of Normal or the City of
Bloomington;

2 one member who resides in a town, city, or village other than
Normal or Bloomington;

(3) three members who reside in unincorporated areas of MclLean
County; and

(4) two members who reside in any incorporated city or town or
unincorporated area, provided that no two members may reside in
the same congressional township.

D. Alternate Members othe Zoning Board: The Chairperson of the County
Board may appoint two persons to the Zoning Board, subject to
confirmation by majority vote of the members of the County Board, who
shall serve as alternates for the other seven members of the board. Such
alternates shall serve respectively, for the following initial terms:

(1)  One alternate for four years;
(2)  One alternate for five years.

Thereafter each alternate member of the Zoning Board shall serve a term of
five years.

Alternate members of the Zoning &d may reside in any incorporated city
or town or unincorporated area, provided that they do not reside in the same
congressional township as any other membet8(62)

3. Jurisdiction and Authority: The Zoning Board is hereby vested with the following
jurisdiction and authority.

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A. Appeals of an Administrative Decision Interpreting/Enforcing the
Ordinance: To hear and decide, after public hearing, appeals from a
decision of the Director of Building and Zoning under this ordinance, and in
accordancavith lllinois law, including 55 ILCS 5/5 12010. The Zoning
Board shall interpret this ordinance, and particular regulations at issue in
such an appeal, in harmony with their general purpose and intent.

B. Variance: To hear and decide, after publ@aring, variances from strict
application of this ordinance, in accordance with lllinois law, including 55
ILCS 5/5- 12010. On a particular appeal for a variance from strict
application of this ordinance, the Zoning Board shall determine whether the
requested variance would be in harmony with the general purpose and intent
of the ordinance, and whether there are practical difficulties or particular
hardship in the way of carrying out the strict letter of any such regulations
relating to the use, consttian or alteration of buildings or structures or the
use of land.

C. Special Use Permits: To hear applications for special use permits in the
manner set forth and under the standard established in Atigeein and,
after public hearing, report ifsnding(s) and make its recommendation(s) to
The County Board. The County Board may accept or reject, in whole or in
part, the finding(s) and/or recommendation(s) of the Zoning Board on such
applications for special use permit(s), and may refer any quulcation
back to the Zoning Board for further hearing(s), finding(s), and/or
recommendations(s).

D. Amendments: To hear applications for amendment(s) to this ordinance, in
the manner set forth and under the standards established in Section 207
herein and, after the public hearing, report its finding(s) and make its
recommendation(s) to the County Board. The County Board may accept or
reject, in whole or in part, the finding(s) and/or recommendation(s) of the
Zoning Board on such applications fanerdmen(s), and may refer any
such application back to the Zoning Board for further hearing(s), finding(s),
and/or recommendation(s).

E. Other Matters: To hear and decide, or to hear and make recommendations
to the County Board, all matters referredttoriupon which it is required to
pass under this ordinance, and in accordance with lllinois law, including 55
ILCS 5/512010.

Administrative Variance as to Location or Bulk of Structures: If an application is
made for a variance of ten percent (1@%)ess of the regulating of this ordinance

governing the location doulk of structures, such variance may be granted by the
Zoning Enforcement officer without a public hearing, provided that, before such

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variance is granted, a Notice of Intent to gauth variance is sent by certified mail

to all adjoining landowners, and no adjoining landowner files a written objection
with the Zoning Enforcement officer within fifteen (15) days of receipt of such
Notice of Intent.

If within fifteen (15) days aftereceiving such Notice of Intent, an adjoining
landowner files a written objection to such variance with the Director of Building
and Zoning, then the requested variance shall be heard and decided, after a public
hearing, by the Zoning Board in accordandth this Article.

Time limit- No administrativevariance shall be valid for a period longer than one
year from the date of approval of such variance unless a permit is obtained for such
structure within such period and the erection or alteratiorboflding, structure or

land improvement is started or the use is commenced within such (§&+iae08)

5. Meetings and Rules:
A. All meeting of the Zoning Board shall be held at the call of the Chairperson,
and at such times and places within @eunty as the Zoning Board may
determine.

B. All meetings of the Zoning Board shall be open to the public.

C. The Zoning Board shall keegm audio recordingf its proceedings showing
the vote of each merebupon each and every questi(17-08)

D. The Zoning Board shall keep records of its examinations and of its official
actions.
E. Every action, rule, regulation, amendment or repeal thereof, order,

requirement, decision or determination, findings or report of the Zoning
Board shall be fild in the Department of Building and Zoning on or before
the next business day following such action, rule, etc.

F. The Zoning Board may, in the performance of its duties, incur such
expenditures as shall be authorized by the County Board.

6. Procedurdor Variances:
A. Except as otherwise set forth in this Article, all variances shall be made in a
specific case only after public hearing, and only by ordinance, resolution, or

findings of fact and conclusions of law based upon the standards for
variance in this Section. ¢20-01)
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Applications for Variance$ An application for a variance shall be filed
with the Department of Building and Zoning in such form and
accompanied by such information as required by the County Board.

F. That adequate services (including but not limited t@ fand police
protection, schools, water supply, and sewage disposal facilities) are
available or can be reasonably supplied to serve the uses permitted in the
proposed zoning classification.

G. That the proposed amendment is consistent with the gobdiest, giving
due consideration to the purpose and intent of this ordinance as set forth in
Article 1 herein.

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Article 4 i Nonconformities

ARTICLE 4
NONCONFORMITIES

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE. The purpose of this article is to provide for the regulation
of nonconforming lots of record, structures, and uses.

APPLICABILITY. Any lawfully existing lot, building, structure, or use which does not
conform with the regulations of the district in which it is located shall be subject to the
provisions of this article.

GENERAL. Nonconformities are of three types: nonconforming lots of record,
nonconforming structures and nonconforming uses. A definition of each type is as follows:

1.

Nonconforming Lot of Record: A legally established lot vehaoes not conform
with the minimum lot size, lot width, or lot depth requirements of this ordinance.

Nonconforming Structure: An existing structure which does not comply with the
height or yard requirements which are applicable to new structutés roning
district in which it is located.

Nonconforming Use: An existing use which does not comply with the use
regulations of the zoning district in which it is located.

NONCONFORMING LOTS OF R ECORD. The Director of Building and Zoning shall
issue a building permit for a structure or building on a nonconforming lot of record,
provided that:

1.

Said lot is shown by a recorded plat or deed to have been owned separately and
individually from adpining tracts of land at a time when the creation of a lot of such
size and width at such location would not have been prohibited by any zoning
regulations, and

Said lot has remained in separate and individual ownership from adjoining tracts of
land ®ntinuously during the entire time that conformance of such lot has been in
nonconformance, and

Said structure or building can meet all yard regulations for the district in which it is
located, and

Said lot can meet the minimum standards foroarsite sewage treatment as

required by the McLean County Health Department or can be served by a public
sanitary sewerage system.
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405 NONCONFORMING STRUCTURES.

1.

Authority to Continue: Any noncoofming structure which is devoted to a use
which is permitted in the zoning district in which it is located may be occupied, so
long as it remains otherwise lawful.

Enlargement, Repair, Alterations: Any nonconforming structure may be enlarged,
maintaned, repaired or remodeled; provided, however, no such enlargement,
maintenance, repair or remodeling shall either create any additional nonconformity
or increase the degree of existing nonconformity of all or any part of such structure;
provided furtherexisting manufactured home parks not meeting the requirements of
this ordinance shall be declared nonconforming and shall not be permitted to add
spaces or make any improvements inconsistent with the terms and conditions of this
ordinance. Ordinary repaiand alterations shall be determined by the Director of
Building and Zoning and shall include, among other things, the replacement of
storage tanks where the safety of operation of the installation requires such
replacement.

Damage or Destructiontn the event that any nonconforming structure is damaged

or destroyed, by any means, to the extent of more than 50 percent of its appraised
value, such structure shall not be restored unless it shall thereafter conform to the
regulations for the zoning digt in which it is located. When a structure is
damaged to the extent of 50 percent or less of appraised value, it may be restored to
its previous condition provided, however, that the degree of nonconformity does not
increase. No repairs or restoratishall be made unless a construction permit is
obtained and restoration is actually begun within one year after the date of such
partial destruction and is diligently pursued to completion.

Moving: No nonconforming structure shall be moved in whslén part for any
distance whatever, to any other location on the same or any other lot unless the
entire structure shall thereafter conform to the regulations of the zoning district in
which it is located after being moved.

Conforming Uses:

A. A conforming use located in a nonconforming structure may be expanded
within the nonconforming structure in which said use is presently located,
but no changes or structural alterations shall be made unless such changes or
structural alterations, conform &l the regulations of the district in which
the nonconforming structure is located.

B. A nonconforming use of a nonconforming structure may be changed to a

conforming use in the district in which the nonconforming structure is
located.
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406 NONCONFORMING USES.

1.

Authority to continue: Nonconforming uses will be discontinued under the
following circumstances: (6€8-02)

A.

The legal nonconforming status of uses of unimproved lands or lot areas
shall cease whmethe existing rights of the persons in possession are
terminated or when the uses to which they are devoted are discontinued.
Thereafter, any use of the property that does not conform to this ordinance
shall constitute a violation of this ordinance:1802)

The preexisting legal nonconforming status of uses to which buildings
and structures are devoted may continue for five years from January 1,
2003. If these buildings and structures are adaptable to permitted uses
they shall be so adapted. Thereaftkany building which is adaptable to

a permitted use is not so adapted the prior nonconforming use shall cease.
Any continued use of a nonconforming building or structure that
continues after December 31, 2007 shall constitute a violation of this
ordinance.

The legal nonconforming status of nonconforming use of buildings and
structures shall cease when they are destroyed or damaged in major part;
Thereafter, any use of the property that does not conform to this ordinance
shall constitute a viation of this ordinance. (88-02)

Ordinary Repair and Maintenance:

A

Normal maintenance and incidental repair, or replacement, installation or
relocation of norbearing walls, notbearing partitions, fixtures, wiring or
plumbing, may be perforndeon any structure that is devoted in whole or in
part to a nonconforming use.

Nothing in these regulations shall be deemed to prevent the strengthening or
restoring to a safe condition of a structure in accordance with an order of a
public official who is charged with protecting the public safety and who
declares such structure to be unsafe and orders its restoration to a safe
condition.

Ordinary repairs and alterations shall be determined by the Director of
Building and Zoning and shall incladamong other things, the replacement
of storage tanks where the safety of operation of the installation requires
such replacement.
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3. Extension: A nonconforming use shall not be extended, expanded, enlarged, or
increased in intensity. Such prohibiteetivities shall include, without being limited
to:
A. Extension of such use to any structure or land area other than thaiedccu
by such nonconforming use on the effective date of these regulations (or on
the effective date of subsequent amendmkeetsto that cause such use to
become nonconforming).

B. Extension of such use within a structure to any portion of the floor area that
was not occupied by such nonconforming use on the effective date of these
regulations (or on the effective date of sefpuent amendments hereto that
cause such use to become nonconformingyiged, however, that such use
may be extended throughout any part of such structure that was lawfully and
manifestly designed or arranged for such use on such effective date.

4, Enlargement: No structure that is devoted in whole or in part to a noncargorm
use shall be enlarged or added to in any manner unless such structure and the use
thereof shall thereafter conform to the regulations of the district in which it is
located.

5. Structural Alterations: No structural alterations shall be made in or to such building
or structure all or substantially all of which is designed or intended for a use not
permitted in the district in which it is located, except those required by law

6. Damage or Destruction: In the event that any structure that is devoted in whole or in
part to a nonconforming use is damaged or destroyed, by any means, to the extent of
more than 50 percent of its appraised value, such structure shall not bedresto
unless such structure and the use thereof shall thereafter conform to all regulations
of the zoning district in which it is located. When such damage or destruction is 50
percent or less, no repairs or restoration shall be made unless a buildirgigpermi
obtained, and restoration is actually begun within one year after the date of such
partial destruction and is diligently pursued to completion.

7. Moving: No structure that is devoted in whole or in part to a honconforming use
and no conforming usef land shall be moved in whole or in part for any distance
whatever, to any other location on the same or any other lot, unless the entire
structure and the use thereof or the use of land shall thereafter conform to all
regulations of the zoning districin which it is located after being so moved.

8. Change in Use: No nonconforming use shall be changed to another nonconforming
use when such nonconforming use is located in a building or structure, all or
substantially all of which building or structuie designed or intended for a
permitted use.

Abandonment or Discontinuance: When a nonconforming use is discontinued or
abandoned for a period of 6 consecutive months, such use shall not thereafter be
reestablished or resumed, and any subsequertr wsupancy of such land shall
comply with the regulations of the zoning district in which such land is located.
Nonconforming Accessory Uses: No use which is accessory to a principal non
conforming use shall continue after such principal use cbadle or terminate.

Nonconforming Residential Uses: Notwithstanding the provisions of Sections
406.3 and 406.4 , any structure which is devoted to a residential use and which is
located in a business or industrial district, may be remodeled dexteexpanded,

and enlarged; provided that after any such remodeling, expansion or enlargement,
such structure shall not be used to accommodate a greater number of dwelling or
lodging units than such structure accommodated prior to any such work.

STATUS OF SPECIAL USES.

Status of Existing Special Uses: Where a use exists at the effective date of these
regulations and is permitted by these regulations only as a special use in the zoning
district in which itis located, such use shall not be deemed to be a honconforming
use, but shall, without further action, be deemed a lawfuboming use in such
zoning district. Such special use shall not be enlarged or expanded unless a special
use permit applicatiois approved as set out in Article 8 of these regulations.

Status of Future Special Uses: Any use for which a special use permit has been

issued, as provided in these regulations, shall not be deemed to be a nonconforming
use, but shall, without furéin action, be deemed a lawful émming use.
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ARTICLE 5
DISTRICT REGULATIONS

500 ZONING DISTRICTS.

1. Preamble: The various zoning districts and their boundariessagdted on the
Zoning District Map are related to implementing the preservation and
improvement of areas characterized by existing buildings and structures and uses
conforming with the district regulations of the district in which they are located,
and fa the expansion of the various districts in order to secure a balanced
di stribution of t he el ement s of |l and use compri si
structure. It is essential that areas for the various land use categories be
designated in the proper locatiand proportion to encourage and accommodate
economic and resultant population growth of the County and to preserve its
natural resources. {20-01)

2. Districts: In order to accomplish the purposes and intent of this ordinance and the
objectives set fich in the preamble of this Article, the unincorporated portions of
McLean County, lllinois are hereby organized into the following districts:

A. Agriculture District;

B. R-1 Single Family Residence District;

C. R-2 Two Family ResidencBistrict;

D. Commercial District;

E. M-1 Restricted Manufacturing District;
F. M-2 General Manufacturing District; and

G. A FPOo Fdindueday Bistrict.(6-17-08)

3. Zoning Map: The location and boundaries of the districts established by this
ordinance aresétor t h on the zoning map entitled AZoning Dis
incorporated herein and hereby made a part of this ordinance. The said map
together with everything shown thereon and all amendments thereto, shall be as
much a part of this ordinance as tgbuully set forth and described herein. The
said map was filed with the County Clerk of McLean County, lllinois, and certified
copies thereof with the Director of Building and Zoning of McLean County, lllinois,
and shall be open to public reference btimles at the Department of Building and
Zoning when the office is open.
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The AFl ood I nsurance Rat e Map o as prepared
Management Agency is also incorporated herein and is made a part of this
ordinance.

Boundaries oDistricts: When uncertainty exists with respect to the boundaries of
the various districts as shown on the Zoning District Map, the following rules
shall apply.

A. District boundary lines are one of the following: (1) the center lines of
railroads, highwys, streets, alleys, easements, or waterways; (2) the
boundary lines of sections, quarter sections, and divisions of sections; (3)
property lines of record on July 27, 1966 for tracts and lots; or (4) such lines
extended unless otherwise indicated.

B. Wherever a district is indicated as a strip adjacent to and paralleling a
street or highway and the boundaries are
above, the depth of such strips shall be in accordance with dimensions
shown on the map measured at rightlemdrom the center lines of the
street or highway, and the length of frontage shall be in accordance with
dimensions shown on the map from section, quarter section, division lines,
or center lines of streets, highways, or railroad rigit®way unless
otherwise indicated.

C. Where a district boundary line divides a lot in single ownership, the
regul ations for either portion of the | ot
extend to the entire lot, but not more than 40 feet beyond the boundary line
of the distret.

D. Any additions to the unincorporated area of the County, resulting from
disconnection by municipalities or otherwise, shall be automatically
classified in an Agriculture District and may be subsequently classified to
another zoning district by amement in accordance with procedures set
forth herein. (20-01)

i A OGRACULTURE DISTRICT.

1.

Intent: Agricultural land is under urban pressure from expanding incorporated
areas. This urban pressunkes the form of scattered development in wide belts
around the incorporated communities of McLean County, brings conflicting land
uses into juxtaposition, creates high costs for public services and stimulates land
speculation. Certain agricultural thrconstitutes unique and irreplaceable land
resources. It is the purpose of the Agricultural District to provide a means by
which agricultural land may be protected and enhanced as an economic and
environmental resource of major importance to the Counherefore, the
Agricultural District is intended to accomplish the following objectives:

A. Promote the use of agricultural land that is most suitable for farming %2
activities.
B. Protect the value of agricultural land from indiscriminate incompatible and

conflicting land uses.

C. Conserve and protect open space, wooded areas, streams, mineral deposits
and other natural resources from incompatible land uses and provide for
their timely utilization.

D. Provide for the location and govern the establishment and opechtiand
uses which are compatible with agriculture and are of such a nature that their
location away from residential, commercial and industrial areas is most
desirable.

E. Provide for the location and govern the establishment and use of residential
uses hat are accessory to and necessary for the conduct of agriculture.

F. Provide for the location and govern the establishment and use of limited
nonfarm dwellings.

2. Agricultural Nuisance Disclaimer. Properties within the agricultural district are
locatedin an area where land is used for commercial agricultural production.
Owners, residents, and other users of property in the Agricultural district or
neighboring property may be subjected to inconvenience, discomfort, and the
possibility of injury to propegy and health arising from normal and accepted
agricultural practices and operations, including but not limited to noise, odors,
dust, the operation of machinery of any kind, including aircraft, the storage and
disposal of manure, the application of fiezéirs, soil amendments, herbicides, and
pesticides. Therefore, owners, occupants, and users of property within the
Agricultural district should be prepared to accept such inconveniences,
discomfort, and possibility of injury from normal agricultural ggiEms, and are
hereby put on official notice that the state Riglhfarm Law may bar them from
obtaining a leggludgmentagainst such normal agricultural operations.

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Section 1. Purpose.

This ordinance is enacted pursuant to the police powers granidlisan Canty, IL by the

D. to lessen the burden on the taxpayer for flood control, repairs to publitefacihd
utilities, and flood rescue and relief operations;

E. maintain property values and a stable tax base by minimizing the potential for creating
blight areas;
F. make federally subsidized flood insurance available, and

G. to preserve the natural charactécstand functions of watercourses and floodplains in
order to moderate flood and stormwater impacts, improve water quality, reduce soll
erosion, protect aquatic and riparian habitat, provide recreational opportunities, provide
aesthetic benefits and enhareommunity and economic development.

Section 2. Definitions.

For the purposes of this ordinance, the following definitions are adopted:

Base Flood The flood having a one percent (1%) probability of being equaled or exceeded in
any given year. The badlood is also known as the §8ar flood. The base flood elevation at
any location is as defined in Section 3 of this ordinance.

Base Flood Elevation (BFE) The elevation in relation to mean sea level of the crest of the base
flood.

Basement That portion of a building having its floor sedrade (below ground level) on all
sides.

Building- A walled and roofed structure, including gas or liquid storage tank, that is principally
above ground, including manufactured homes, prefabricated buildingsarmd liquid storage

tanks. The term also includes recreational vehicles and travel trailers installed on a site for more
than one hundred eighty (180) days per year.
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Critical _Facility - Any facility which is critical to the health and welfare of fm@pulation and,

if flooded, would create an added dimension to the disaster. Damage to these critical facilities
can impact the delivery of vital services, can cause greater damage to other sectors of the
community, or can put special populations at risk.

Examples of critical facilities where flood protection should be required include: emergency
services facilities (such as fire and police stations), schools, hospitals retirement homes and
senior care facilities, major roads and bridges, critical usligs (telephone switching stations

or electrical transformers, and hazardous material storage facilities (chemicals, petrochemicals,
hazardous or toxic substances).

Development Any manmade change to real estate includimgf, not necessarily limitet:
1. Demolition, construction, reconstruction, repair, placement of a building, or any
structural alteration to a building;

2. substantial improvement of an existing building;

3. installation of a manufactured home on a site, preparing a site for a manufactned
or installing a travel trailer on a site for more than one hundred eighty (180) days per
year,;

4, installation of utilities, construction of roads, bridges, culverts or similar projects;

5. construction or erection of levees, dams walls or fences;

6. drilling, mining, filling, dredging, grading, excavating, paving, or other alterations of the

ground surface;

7. storage of materials including the placement of gas and liquid storage tanks, and channel
modifications or any other activity that might change the daecheight, or velocity of
flood or surface waters.

AfDevel opment o does not include routine maintenance of exi
resurfacing roads, or gardening, plowing, and similar practices that do not involve filing, grading,
or constructn of levees.

Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision A manufactured home park or

subdivision for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the
manufactured homes are to be affixed or buildings to be constructed ifigclada minimum,

the installation of utilities, the construction of streets, and either final site grading or the pouring
of concrete pads) is completed before the effective date of the floodplain management
regulations adopted by a community.

Expansion to an Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision The preparation of
additional sites by the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the manufactured
homes are to be affixed (including the installation of utilities, the congirucfistreets, and

either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads).
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FEMA - Federal Emergency Management Agency

Flood- A general and temporary condition of partial or complete inundation of normally dry
land areas from the overflow, the unakand rapid accumulation, or the runoff of surface waters
from any source.

Flood Fringe- That portion of the floodplain outside of the regulatory floodway.

Flood Insurance Rate Map A map prepared by the Federal Emergency Management Agency
that depics the floodplain or special flood hazard area (SFHS) within a community. This map
includes insurance rate zones and may or may not depict floodways and show base flood
elevations.

Flood Insurance Study An examination, evaluation and determination 0bfl hazards and, if
appropriate, corresponding water surface elevations.

Floodplain and Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) These two terms are synonymous.

Those lands within the jurisdiction of the County that are subject to inundation by the base flood.
The floodplains of the Big Slough, Brooks Creek, Buck Creek, Burlison Creek, Corn Valley
Creek, Denman Creek, Eastbrook Drain, Funks Branch, Henline Creek, Kickapoo Creek, King
Mill Creek, Kings Mill Creek, Little Crooked Creek, Little Kickapoo CreekfleiMackinaw

River, Lone Tree Creek, Loving Branch, Mackinaw River, Middle Branch Eastbrook Drain,
Middle Fork Sugar Creek, Money Creek, Mud Creek, North Fork Salt Creek, Prairie Creek, Rock
Creek, Salt Creek, Sangamon River, Short Point Creek, Six MiéekCSugar Creek, Timber

Creek Turkey Creek, West Branch Easterbrook Drain, West Fork Sugar Creek are generally
identified on the countywide Flood Insurance Rate Map of MclGamtyprepared by the

Federal Emergency Management Agency and datgdl6, D08 Floodplain also includes

those areas of known flooding as identified byG@einty

Floodproofing- Any combination of structural or nonstructural additions, changes, or
adjustments to structures which reduce or eliminate flood damage to realprsiadety and
their contents.

Floodproofing Certificate- A form published by the Federal Emergency managementyagenc
that is used to certify that a building has been designed and constructed to be structurally dry
flood proofed to the flood protectiotegation.

Flood Protection Elevation (FPE} The elevation of the base flood plus one foot of freeboard at
any given location in the floodplain.

Floodway- That portion of the floodplain required to store and convey the base flood. The
floodway for thefloodplains of a portion of Little Kickapoo Creek, a portion of Sugar Creek, a
portion of Goose Creek, Skunk Creek, and the West Branch of Sugar Creek and the Brookridge
Branch of Little Kickapoo Creek shall be as delineated on the countywide Flood tesRaie
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Map of McLean County prepared by FEMA and dated July 163.208e floodways for each of
the remaining floodplains of the McLean County shall be according to the best data available
from the Federal, State, or other sources.

Freeboard- An increnent of elevation added to the base flood elevation to provide a factor of
safety for uncertainties in calculations, future watershed development, unknown localized
conditions, wave actions and unpredictable effects such as those caused by ice or debris jam
Historic Structure - Any structure that is:

1. Listed individually in the National Register of Historic Places or preliminarily determined
by the Secretary of the Interior as meeting the requirements for individual listing on the
National Register.

2. Certfied or preliminarily determined by the Secretary of the Interior as contributing to the
historic district or a district preliminarily determined by the Secretary to qualify as a
registered historic district.

3. Individually listed on the state inventoryloiktoric places by the Illinois Historic
Preservation Agency.

4, Individually listed on a local inventory of historic places that has been certified by the
lllinois Historic Preservation Agency.

IDNR/OWR - lllinois Department of Natural Resources/Office of WfaResources

Lowest Floor- The lowest floor of the lowest enclosed area (including basement). An

unfinished or flood resistant enclosure, usable solely for parking of vehicles, building access or

storage in an area other than a basement areaissotcdner ed a bui Jpabvidedbés | owest fl oor
that such enclosure is not built so as to render the structure in violation of the applicable non

elevation design requirements of Section 7 of this ordinance.

Manufactured Home- A structure transprtable in oner more sectionthat is built on a
permanent chassis and is designed to be used with or without a permanent foundation when
connected to required utilities.

Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision A parcel (or contiguous parcels) of land divided
into two or more lots for rent or sale.

New Construction Structures for which the start of construction commenced or after the
effective date of floodplain management regulations adopted by a community and includes any
subsequent improvements of such structures.

New Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision A manufactured home park or subdivision

for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the manufactured homes

are to be affixed or buildings to be constructed (including, at a minithenmstallation of

utilities, the construction of streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads)
is completed on or after the effective date of the floodplain management regulations adopted by a
community.
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NFIP- National Flood hsurance Program.

Recreational Vehicle or Travel Trailer- A vehicle which is:
1. built on a single chassis;

2. four hundred (400) square feet or less in size;

3. designed to be seffropelled or permanently towable by a light duty truck and designed
primarily notfor use as a permanent dwelling but as temporary living quarters for
recreational, camping, travel or seasonal use.

Repetitive Loss Flood related damages sustained by a structure on two separate occasions
during a ten year period for which the cost gfaies at the time of each such flood event on the
average equals or exceeds twelintg percent (25%) of the market value of the structure before
the damage occurred.

SFHA- See definition of floodplain.

Start of Construction- Includes substantial improrent and means the date the building permit
was issued. This, provided the actual start of construction, repair, reconstruction, rehabilitation,
addition placement or other improvement, was within one hundred eighty (180) days of the
permit date. The acél start means either the first placement of permanent construction of a
structure on a site, such as the pouring of slab or footings, the installation of piles, the
construction of columns or any work beyond the stage of excavation or placement of a
manudactured home on a foundation. For a substantial improvement, actual start of construction
means the first alteration of any wall, ceiling, floor or other structural part of a building whether
or not that alteration affects the external dimensions dbtiiding.

Structure (see fiBuildingo)

Substantial Damage Damage of any origin sustained by a structure whereby the cumulative
percentage of damagebsequent to the adoption of this ordinaggeals or exceeds fifty

percent (50%) of the market value bétstructure before the damage occurred regardless of

actual repair work performed. Volunteer labor and materials must be included in this
determination. The term includes fiRepetitive

Substantial Improvement Any recorstruction, rehabilitation, addition or improvement of a
structure taking placgubsequent to the adoption of this ordinainoghich the cumulative
percentage of improvements

1. Equals or exceeds fifty percent (50%) of the market value of the struetfaore bhe
improvement or repair is starteor

2. increasethe floor area by more than twenty percent (20%).
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ASubstanti al i mprovemento is considered to occur when the
floor or other structural part of the buildj commences, whether or not that alteration affects the

external dimensions of the structure. This term includes structures which have incurred

repetitive loss or substantial damage, regardless of the actual repair work done.

The term does not include:

1. Any project for improvement of a structure to comply with existing state or local health,
sanitary, or safety code specifications which are solely necessary to assure safe living
conditions, or

2. any alteration of a structure listed on the National Regif Historic Places or the
lllinois Register of Historic Places.

Violation- The failure of a structure or other development to be fully compliant with the

communityds fl oodplain management regulations. A structur
requred federal, state, and/or local permits and elevation certification is presumed to be in

violation until such time as the documentation is provided.

Section 3. Base Flood Elevation.

This ordinanceb6s protecti on lablekasedloddhtaors t he base fl ood.
listed below. Whenever a party disagrees with the best available data, the party shall finance the

detailed engineering study needed to replace the existing data with better data and submit it to the

FEMA and IDNR/OWR for approvarior to any development of the site.

C. The base flood elevation for each of the agrng floodplains delineated aafi A’ Zone 0
on the countywide Flood InsuranRate Map oMcLean County shall be according to
the best data available from federalstate sources. Should no other data exist, an
engineering study must be financed by the applicant to determine base flood elevations.

Section 4. Duties of th®irector of Building and Zoning.

TheDirector of Building and Zoninghall be responsible for the general administration of this
ordinance and ensure that all development activities within the floodplains under the jurisdiction
of McLean County meet the requiraents of this ordinance. Specifically, theector of

Building and Zoningshall:
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Process development permits in accordance with Section 5;

ensure that all development in a floodway (or a floodplain with no delineated
floodway) meets the damage preventiequirements of Section 6;

ensure that the building protection requirements for all buildings subject to Section 7
are met and mai nthbaiin tad red ewvrad i ®fn toHe tfhees | owest fl oor
basement) or floodproof certificate;

assure that bsubdivisions and annexations meet the requirements of Section 8;

ensure that water supply and waste disposal systems meet the Public Health standards
of Section 9;

if a variance is requested, ensure that the requirements of Section 11 are met and
maintah documentation of any variances granted;

inspect all development projects and take any and all penalty actions outlined in
Section 13 as a necessary to ensure compliance with this ordinance;

assure that applicants are aware of and obtain any and alfeqo@ed local, state,
and federal permits;

notify IDNR/OWR and any neighboring communities prior to any alteration or
relocation of a watercourse;

provide information and assistance to citizens upon request about permit procedures
and floodplain constrdion techniques;

cooperate with state and federal floodplain management agencies to coordinate base
flood data and to improve the administration of this ordinance;

maintain for public inspection base flood data, floodplain maps, copies of state and
federalpermits, and documentation of compliance for development activities subject
to this ordinance;

perform site inspections to ensure compliance with this ordinance and make
substantial damage determinations for structures within the floodplain, and

maintainthe accuracy of floodplain maps including notifying IDNR/OWR and/or
submitting information to FEMA within six months whenever a modification of the
floodplain may change the base flood elevation or result in a change to the floodplain
map.
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Section 5. Bvelopment Permit

No person, firm, corporation, or governmental body not exempted by law shall commence any
development in the floodplain without first obtaining a development permit fromitbetor of
Building and Zoning The Director of Building andZoningshall not issue a development permit

if the proposed development does not meet the requirements of this ordinance.

A. The application for development permit shall be accompanied by:
1. drawings of the site, drawn to scale showing property line dimasisio
2. existing grade elevations and all changes in grade resulting from excavation or
filling;
3. the location and dimensions of all buildings and additions to buildings;
4, the elevation of the lowest floor (includitige basement) of all proposed

buildings subjet to the requirements of Section 7 of this ordinance, and

5. cost of project or improvements as estimated by a licensed engineer or architect.
A signed estimate by a contractor may also meet this requirement.

B. Upon receipt of an application for a developtneermit, theDirector of Building and
Zoningshall compare the elevation of the site to the base flood elevation. Any
development located on land that can be shown by the base flood elevation. Any
development located on land that can be shown by sdatayto be higher than the
current base flood elevation and which has not been fi
Flood Insurance Rate Map is not in the floodplain and therefore not subject to the
requirements of this ordinance. Conversely, angligment located on land shown to
be below the base flood elevation and hydraulically connected, but not shown on the
current Flood Insurance Rate Map, is subject to the provisions of this ordinance.

TheDirector of Building and Zoninghall maintain docuentation of the existing ground

elevation at the development site and certification that this ground elevation existed prior

to the date of the sitebés first Flood Insurance Rate M
TheDirector of Building and Zoninghall be responsibl@f obtaining from the applicant

copies of all other federal, state, and local permits, approvals or peranéquired

letters that may be required for this type of activity. Director of Building and Zoning

shall not issue a permit unless all otredtdral, state, and local permits have been

obtained.

Section 6. Preventing Increased Flood Heights and Resulting Damages.

Within any floodway identified on the countywide Flood Insurance Rate Map, and within all

other floodplains where a floodway has heen delineated, the following standards shall apply:

A. Except as provided in Section 6(B) of this ordinance, no development shall be allowed
which, acting in combination with existing and anticipated development will cause any
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increase in flood heights welocities or threat to public health and safety. The following
specific development activities shall be considered as meeting this requirement:

1.

Bridge and culvert crossings of streams in rural areas meeting the following
conditions of the lllinois Deptment of Natural Resources, Office of Water
Resources Statewide Permit Number 2:

a.

The crossing will not result in an increase in water surface profile
elevation in excess of 1.0 feet, and

The crossing will not result in an increase in water surface profile
elevation in excess of one half (0.5) feet at a point one thousand (1,000)
feet upstream of the proposed structure.

There are no buildings in the area impacted by the increases in water
surface profile.

The proposed bridge or culvert crossing will notalve straightening,
enlarging, or relocating the existing channel.

The design must be certified byieensedprofessional engineer in the
State of lllinois and the designs must meet the conditions of an
IDNR/OWR permit.

The design must be certified byecendicensedprofessional engineer.

Barge fleeting facilities meeting the following conditions of IDNR/OWR
Statewide Permit Number 3:

a.

The permit is only applicable when deadmen, pier cells, or other similar
anchorage devices have been permitted by tBe Atmy Corps of
Engineers.

Aerial utility crossings meeting the following conditions of IDNR/OWR
Statewide Permit Number 4;

a.

The utility line must be constructed above the existingye0 flood
elevation or attached to an existing bridge.

A utility line attached to an existing bridge shall be constructed above the
low cord elevation of the bridge.

No supporting towers or poles shall be located in a river, lake or stream.
Supporting towers including foundation and poles shall be designed and

located so a® not cause an obstruction of flood flows by trapping debris.
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All disturbed areas shall be returned to-poastruction grades andre
vegetated.

All lllinois Commerce Commission, National Electrical Safety Code, and
federal requirements must be met.

4, Minor boat docks meeting the following conditions of IDNR/OWR Statewide
Permit Number 5:

a.

The boat dock must not extend more than fifty (50) feet into a waterway
and no more than one quarter (1/4) of the width of the waterway and shall
not extend beyond the ngational limited established by the IDNR and
Corps of Engineers.

The width of the boat dock shall not be more than ten (10) feet.

For L-Shaped or shaped docks, the length of that portion parallel to the
shoreline must not exceed fifty percent (50%) efthl andowner 6 s
frontage nor fifty (50) feet.

Docks must be aligned so as not to cross the projection of property lines
into the waterway or come within ten (10) feet of the projected property
line.

Dock posts must be marked by reflective devices.

The boat dock must be securely anchored to prevent detachment during
times of high wind or water.

Metal drums or containers may not be used as buoyancy units unless they
are filled with floatation foam. Containers which previously stored
pesticides, herbides, or any other toxic chemicals are not permissible.

This permit does not authorize any other related construction activity such
as shore protection or fill.

Nonfloating boat docks must be constructed in a manner which will
minimize obstruction to fiw.

At any future date, the permittee must agree to make necessary
modifications to the dock as determined by the IDNR or Corp of
Engineers

5. Minor, norntobstructive activities meeting the following conditions of IDNR/OWR
Statewide Permit Number 6:
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The following activities (not involving fill or positive change in grade) are
covered by this permit:

The construction of underground utility lines, wells, or septic tanks
not crossing a lake or stream.

The construction of light poles, sign posts, and similar strestu

The construction of sidewalks, driveways, athletic fields
(excluding fences), patios, and similar structures.

The construction of properly anchored;walled, open structures
such as playground equipment, pavilions, and carports.

The placement of pperly anchored buildings not exceeding
seventy (70) square feet in size, nor ten (10) square feet in any
dimension. Only one such building on a property is authorized by
this statewide permit.

The raising of existing buildings, provided no changes arerttad
the outside dimensions of the building and the placement of fill is
not involved.

Outfall Structures and drainage ditch outlets meeting the following conditions of
IDNR/OWR Statewide Permit Number 7:

a.

Any outfall structure, including any headwall oldesection, shall not
extend riverward or lakeward of the existing adjacent natural bank slope or
adjacent bank protection.

The velocity of the discharge shall not exceed the scour velocity of the
channel soil, unless channel erosion would be preventdtehyse of
riprap or other design measures.

Outlets from drainage ditches shall not be opened to a stream until the
ditch is vegetated or otherwise stabilized to minimize stream
sedimentation.

Disturbance of streamside vegetation shall be kept to a minithaimg
construction to prevent erosion and sedimentation. All disturbed floodway
areas, including the stream banks, shall be restored to their original
contours and seeded or otherwise stabilized upon completion of
construction.

Underground pipeline andility crossings meeting the conditions of IDNR/OWR
Statewide Permit Number 8:
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In all cases, the crossing shall be placed beneath the bed of the river, lake
or stream and, unless the crossing is encased in concrete or entrenched in
bedrock, a minimum of tee (3) feet of cover shall be provided. The

river, lake or stream bed shall be returned to its original condition.

Disturbance of streamside vegetation shall be kept to a minimum during
construction to prevent erosion and sedimentation. All disturbedvilay
areas, including stream banks, shall be restored to their original contours
and seeded or otherwise stabilized upon completion of construction.

Any utility crossing carrying material which may cause water pollution, as
defined by the Environmentatd&ection Act (415 ILCS 5), shall be
provided with shubff valves on each side of the body of water to be
crossed.

If blasting is to be utilized in the construction of the crossing, the permittee
shall notify the IDNR/OWR at least ten (10) days priot® blasting date
to allow monitoring of any related fish kills.

8. Bank stabilization projects meeting the conditions of IDNR/OWR Statewide
Permit Number 9:

a.

Only the following materials may be utilized in urban areas: stone and
concrete riprap, steel sheelimg, cellular blocks, fabriéormed concrete,
gabion baskets, rock and wire mattresses, sand/cement filled bags,
geotechnical fabric materials, natural vegetation and treated timber. Urban
areas are defined as: areas of the State where residentialemahnor
industrial development currently exists or, based on land use plans or
controls, is expected to occur within ten (10) years. (The Department
should be consulted if there is a question of whether or not an area is
considered urban).

In additionto the materials listed in Section 6(8)(a), other materials (e.g.
tire revetments) may be utilized in rural areas provided all other conditions
of this permit are met.

The following materials shatiot be used in any case: auto bodies,
garbage of debriscgap lumber, metal refuse, roofing materials, asphalt or
other bituminous materials, or any material which would cause water
pollution as defined by the Environmental Protections Act (415 ILCS 5).

The affected length of shoreline, stream bank, or chaarel protected
shall not exceed, either singularly or cumulatively, one thousand (1000)
feet.

All material utilized shall be properly sized or anchored to resist
anticipated forces of current and wave action.
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Materials shall be placed in a way which wonfat cause erosion or the
accumulation of debris on properties adjacent to or opposite the project.

Materials shall not be placed higher than the existing top of the bank.

Materials shall be placed so that the modified bank#idth and cross
sectional aga of the channel will conform to or be no more restrictive than
that of the natural channel upstream and downstream of the site.

For projects involving continuous placement of riprap along the bank, toe
of the bank or other similar applications, in noecakall the cross

sectional area of the natural channel be reduced by more than ten percent
(10%) nor the volume of material placed exceed two (2) cubic yards per
lineal foot of the stream bank or shoreline. The bank may be graded to
obtain a flatter slogp and to lessen the quantity of material required.

If broken concrete is used, all protruding materials such as reinforcing rods
shall be cut flush with the surface of the concrete and removed from the
construction area.

Disturbance of vegetation shall bept to a minimum during construction
to prevent erosion and sedimentation. All disturbed areas shall be seeded
or otherwise stabilized upon completion of construction.

In the case of seawalls and gabion structures on lakes, the structure shall
be constucted at or landward of the water line as determined by the
normal pool elevation, unless:

It is constructed in alignment with an existing seawall(s) or gabion
structure(s), and

The volume of material placed, including the structure, would not
exceed twd2) cubic yards per lineal foot.

Excess material excavated during the construction of the bank or shoreline
protection shall be placed in accordance with local, state, and federal laws
and rules, shall not be placed in a floodway.

Accessory structures amdditions to existing residential buildings meeting the
conditions of IDNR/OWR Statewide Permit Number 10:

a.

The accessory structure or building addition must comply with the
requirements of the local floodplain ordinance.

The principle structure to whiche project is being added must have been
in existence on the effective date of this permit (July 25, 1988).
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10.

The accessory structure or addition must not exceed five hundred (500)
square feet in size and must not deflect floodwaters onto another property,
and

must not involve the placement of any fill material.

No construction shall be undertaken in, or within fifty (50) feet of the bank
of the stream channel.

The accessory structure or addition must be properly anchored to prevent
its movement during floodonditions.

Only one accessory structure or addition to an existing structure shall be
authorized by this permit; plans for any subsequent addition must be
submitted to IDNR/OWR for review.

Disturbances of vegetation shall be kept to a minimum duringreotisn
to prevent erosion and sedimentation. All disturbed floodway areas shall
be seeded or otherwise stabilized upon completion of construction.

Minor maintenance dredging activities meeting the following conditions of
IDNR/OWR Statewide Permit Numbgf.:

a.

The affected length of the stream shall not either singularly or
cumulatively exceed one thousand (1000) feet.

The project shall not include the construction of any new channel; all work
must be confined to the existing channel or to reestablishing flothe
natural stream channel, and

the crosssectional area of the dredged channel shall conform to that of the
natural channel upstream and down stream of the site.

Dredged or spoil material shall not be disposed of in a wetland and shall
be either:

removed from the floodway;

used to stabilize an existing bank provided no materials would be
placed higher than the existing top of bank and provided the cross

Bridge and culvert replacement structures and bridge widening meeting the
following conditions of IDNR/OWR statewide Permit Number 12:

A licensedprofessional engineer shall determine and document that the
existing structure has not been the cause of demonstrable flood damage.
Such documentation shall include, at a minimum, confirmation that:

No buildings or structures have been impacted by the backwater
induced by the existing structure, and

there is noecord of complaints of flood damages associated with
the existing structure.

A licensedprofessional engineer shall determine that the new structure

will provide the same or greater effective waterway opening as the existing
structure. For bridge widenimgyojects the existing piers and the proposed
pier extensions must be in line with the direction of the approaching flow
upstream of the bridge.

The project shall not include any appreciable raising of the approach roads.
(This condition does not applyall points on the approaches exist at an
elevation equal to or higher than the 3@@r frequency flood headwater
elevation as determined by a FEMA flood insurance study completed or
approved by IDNR/OWR).

The project shall not involve the straighteniaglargement or relocation

of the existing channel of the river or stream except as permitted by the

Department s Statewide Permit Number 9 (Minor
Streambank Protection Activities) or Statewide Permit Number 11 (Minor

Maintenance Dreging Activities).

The permittee shall maintain records of projects authorized by this permit
necessary to document compliance with the above conditions.
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12.  Temporary construction activities meeting the following conditions of
IDNR/OWR statewide Permit Numb#B:

a. No temporary construction activity shall be commenced until the
individual permittee determines that the permanent structure (if any) for
which the work is being performed has received all required federal, state
and local authorizations.

b. The teponr dtyedn shall mean not more than one const |
All temporary construction materials must be removed from the stream
and floodway within one year of their placement and the area returned to
the conditions existing prior to the beginning of camgion. Any desired
subsequent or repetitive material placement shall not occur without the
review and approval of the IDNR/OWR.

C. The temporary project shall be constructed such that it will not cause
erosion or damage due to increases in water surfafileprto adjacent
properties. For locations where there are structures in the upstream
floodplain, the temporary project shall be constructed such that all water
surface profile increases, due to the temporary project, are contained
within the channel bs.

d. This permit does not authorize the placement or construction of any solid
embankment or wall such as a dam, roadway, levee, or dike across any
channel or floodway.

e. No temporary structure shall be placed within any river or stream channel
until alicensedprofessional engineer determines and documents that the
temporary structure will meet the requirements of Special Condition
Number 3 of this statewide permit. Such documentation shall include, at a
minimum, confirmation that no buildings or structuval be impacted by
the backwater induced by the temporary structure.

f. The permittee shall maintain records of projects authorized by this permit
necessary to document compliance with the above condition.

g. Disturbance of vegetation shall be kept to a mimmduring construction
to prevent erosion and sedimentation. All disturbed areas shall be seeded
or otherwise stabilized upon completion of the removal of the temporary
construction.

h. Materials used for the project shall not cause water pollution as défned
the Environmental Protection Act (415 ILCS 5).

13.  Any Development determined by IDNR/OWR to be located entirely within a
flood fringe area shall be exempt from State Floodway permit requirements.

CHAPTER 40 - McCLEAN COUNTY, ILLINOIS ZONING ORDINANCE

Article 5 1 District Regulations

Other development activities not listed in 6(A) may be [pgechonly if:

1. permit has been issued for the work by IDNR/OWR (or written documentation is
provided that an IDNR/OWR permit is not requireaf),

2. sufficient data has been provided to FEMA when necessary, and approval
obtained from FEMA for a revision ofefregulatory map and base flood
elevation.

Section 7. Protecting Buildings.

A.

In addition to the damage prevention requirements of Section 6 of this ordinance, all
buildings located in the floodplain shall be protected from flood damage below the flood
protection elevation. This building protection requirement applies to the following
situations:

1. Construction or placement of a new building lberation or adition to an
existing building valued at more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) or seventy
(70)square feet.

2. Substantial improvements drisctural alterations made to an existing building
that increase the floor area by mdnar twenty percent (20%) or equal or exceed
themarket value by fifty percent (50%). Alteration shall be figured cumulgtive
subsequent to the adoption of this ordinari€substantially improved, the
existing structure and the additiorust meet the flood protection standards of this
section.

3. Repairs made to a substantially damaged building. These repairs shall kg figure
cumulativelysubsequent to the adoption of this ordinaniéesubstantially
damaged the entire structure must meet the flood protection standards of this
section.

4. Installing a manufactured home on a new site or a new manufactured home on an
existing sfe. (The building protection requirements do not apply to returning a
manufactured home to the same site it lawfully occupied before it was removed to
avoid flood damage).

5. Installing a travel trailer or recreational vehicle on a site for more than one
hundred eighty (180) days per year.

6. Repetitive loss to an existing building as defined in Section 2(CC).

Residential or nomesidential buildinggan meet the building protection requirements by
one of the following methods:

1. The building may be constructed permanent land fill in accordance with the
following:
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The lowest floor (including basement) shall be at or above the flood
protection elevation.

The fill shall be placed in layers no greater than six inches before
compaction and should extend at least(fd}) feet beyond the foundation
before sloping below the flood protection elevation.

The fill shall be protected against erosion and scour during flooding by
vegetative cover, riprap, or other structural measure.

The fill shall be composed of rock or saild not incorporated debris or
refuse material, and

shall not adversely affect the flow of surface drainage from or onto
neighboring properties and when necessary stormwater management
techniques such as swales or basins shall be incorporated.

2. The buildirg may be elevated on solid walls in accordance with the following:

a.

The building or improvements shall be elevated on stilts, piles, walls,
crawlspace, or other foundation that is permanently open to flood waters.

The lowest floor and all electrical, headi ventilating, plumbing, and air
conditioning equipment and utility meters shall be located at or above the
flood protection elevation.

If walls are used, all enclosed areas below the flood protection elevation
shall address hydrostatic pressures lpnahg the automatic entry and

exit of flood waters. Designs must either be certified ligemsed
professional engineer or by having a minimum of one (1) permanent
opening on each wall no more than one (1) foot above grade with a
minimum of two (2) opeimgs. The openings shall provide a total net area
of not less than one (1) square inch for every one (1) square foot of
enclosed area subject to flooding below the base flood elevation, and

the foundation and supporting members shall be anchored, dksigake
certified so as to minimize exposure to hydrodynamic forces such as
current, waves, ice, and floating debris.

All structural components below the flood protection elevation
shall be constructed of materials resistant to flood damage.

Water and sewegipes, electrical and telephone lines, submersible

pumps, and other service facilities may be located below the flood
protection elevation provided they are waterproofed.
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iii. The area below the flood protection elevation shall be used solely
for parking or bilding access and not later modified or occupied
as habitable space, or

iv. in lieu of the above criteria, the design methods to comply with
these requirements may be certified Bigansedprofessional
engineer or architect.

The building may be constructedth acrawlspacdocated below the flood
protection elevation provided that the following conditions are met:

The building must be designed and adequately anchored to resist flotation,
collapse, and lateral movement of the structure resulting from hytaody and
hydrostatic loads, including the effects of buoyancy.

Any enclosed area below the flood protection elevation shall have openings that
equalize hydrostatic pressures by allowing for the automatic entry and exit of
floodwaters. A minimum of one eping on each wall having a total net area of
not lesthan one (1) square inch per one (1) square foot of enclosed area. The
openings shall be no more than one (1) foot above grade.

The interior grade of the crawlspace below the flood protection elavatist not
be more than two (2) feet below the lowest adjacent exterior grade.

The interior height of the crawlspace measured from the interior grade of the
crawl to the top of the foundations wall must not exceed four (4) feet at any point.

An adequate @inage system must be installed to remove floodwaters from the
interior area of the crawlspace within a reasonable period of time after a flood
event.

Portions of the building below the flood protection elevation must be constructed
with materials resistario flood damage, and

utility systems within the crawlspace must be elevated above the flood protection
elevation.

Non-residential buildingsnay be structurally dry floodproofed (in lieu of elevation)

provided dicensedprofessional engineer or architeettifies that:

1.

Below the flood protection elevation the structure and attendant utility facilities
are watertight and capable of resisting the effects of the base flood.

The building design accounts for flood velocities, duration, rate of rise,

hydrostaic and hydrodynamic forces, the effects of buoyancy, and the impact
from debris and ice.
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3. Floodproofing measures will be incorporated into the building design and
operable without human intervention and without an outside source of electricity.

4, Levees, berms, floodwalls and similar works are not considered floodproofing for
the purpose of this subsection.

D. Manufactured homes or travel trailéosbe permanently installed on site shall be:
1. Elevated to or above the flood protection elevation in accordancé&estion
7(B), and
2. anchored to resist flotation, collapse, or lateral movement by being tied down in

accordance with the rules and regulations for the lllinois Mobile Hom®adven
Act issued pursuant to 77 Ill. Adm. Code § 870.

E. Travel trailers and recreatial vehicleon site for more than one hundred eighty (180)
days per year shall meet the elevation requirements of section 7(D) unless the following
conditions are met:

1. The vehicle must be either sgifopelled or towable by a light duty truck.

2. The hitchmust remain on the vehicle at all times.
3. The vehicle must not be attached to external structures such as decks and porches
4, The vehicle must be designed solely for recreation, camping, travel, or seasonal

use rather than as a permanent dwelling.

5. The vehicle largest horizontal projections must be no larger than four hundred

(400) square feet.
6. The vehicleds wheels must remain on axles and infl a
7. Air conditioning units must be attached to the frame so as to be safe for

movemenfrom the floodplain.

8. Propandanks as well as electrical and sewage connections must be quick
disconnect and above the 1@€ar flood elevation.

9. The vehicle must be licensed and titled as a recreational vehicle or park model,
and

10. must either:

a. entirely be supported by jacks, or
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b. have &hitch jack permanently mounted, have the tires touching the ground
and be supported by block in a manner that will allow thekbto be
easily removed by us# the hitch jack.

F. Garages, sheds or other minor accessory struatarssructed ancillary to axisting

residential use may be permitted provided the following conditions are met:

1.

The garage of shed must be faabitable.

The garage or shed must be used only for the storage of vehicles and tools and
cannot be modified later into another use.

The gaage or shed must be located outside of the floodway or have the
appropriate state and/or federal permits.

The garage or shed must be on a single family lot and be accessory to an existing
principle structure on the same lot.

Below the base flood elevatiptihe garage or shed must be built of materials not
susceptible to flood damage.

All utilities, plumbing, heating, air conditioning and electrical must be elevated
above the flood protection elevation.

The garage or shed must have at least one permarestihgn each wall not
more than one (1) foot above grade with one (1) square inch of opening for every
one (1) square foot of floor area.

The garage or shed must be less than ten thousand dollars ($10,000) in market
value or replacement cost whichevegisater or less than five hundred (500)
square feet.

The structure shall be anchored to resist floatation and overturning.

All flammable or toxic materials (gasoline, paint, insecticides, fertilizers, etc.)
shall be stored above the flood protection eiewat

The lowest floor elevation should be documented and the owner advised of the
flood insurance implications.

Section 8. Subdivision Requirements

TheMcLean County Zoning Board of Appealsall take into account hazards, to the extent that

they are knwn, in all official actions related to land management use and development.

A. New subdivisions, manufactured home parks, annexation agreements, planned unit
developments, and additions to manufactured home parks and subdivisions shall meet the
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damage preveian and building protections standards of Sections 6 and 7 of this
ordinance. Any proposal for such development shall include the following data:

1. The base flood elevation and the boundary of the floodplain, winetease flood
elevation is not availde from an existing study, the applicant shall be responsible
for calculating the base flood elevation;

2. the boundary of the floodway when applicable, and

3. a signed statement byL&censedProfessional Engineer that theoposed plat or
plan accountfor changes in the drainage of surfagaters in accordance with
the Plat Act (765 ILCS 205/2).

Streets, blocks lots, parks and other public grounds shall be located and laid out in such a
manner as to preserve and utilize natural streams and chawtedsever possible the
floodplains shall be included within parks or other public grounds.

Section 9. Public Health and Other Standards

A.

Public health standards must be met for all floodplain development. In addition to the
requirements of Sections 6d7 of this ordinance the following standards apply:

1. No development in the floodplain shall include locating or storing chemicals,
explosives, buoyant materials, flammable liquids, pollutants, or other hazardous
or toxic materials below the flood protemti elevation unless such materials are
stored in a floodproofed and anchored storage tank and certified by a professional
engineer or floodproofed building constructed according to the requirements of
Section 7 of this ordinance.

2. Public utilities and facities such as sewer, gas and electric shall be located and
constructed to minimize or eliminate flood damage.

3. Public sanitary sewer systems and water supply systems shall be located
and constructed to minimize or eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the
systems and discharges from the systems into flood waters.

4, New and replacement esite sanitary sewer lines or waste disposal systems shall
be located and constructed to avoid impairment to them or contamination from
them during flooding. Manholewm other above ground openings located below
the flood protection elevation shall be watertight.

5. Corstruction of new or substantially improved critical facilities shall be located
outside the limits of the floodplain. Construction of new critical facdligball be
permissible within the floodplain if no feasible alternative site is available.
Critical facilities constructed within the SFHA shall have the lowest floor
(including basement) elevated or structurally dry floodproofed to the/&&0
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flood frequency elevation or three feet above the level of they&a® flood

frequency elevation whichever is greater. Floodproofing and sealing measures
must be taken to ensure that toxic substances will not be displaced by or released
into floodwaters. Access utes elevated to or above the level of the base flood
elevation shall be provided to all critical facilities.

B. All other activities defined as development shall be designed so as not to alter flood flows
or increase potential flood damages.

Section 10. @rrying Capacity and Notification.

For all projects involving channel modification, fill, or stream maintenance (incllelegs),
the flood carrying capacity of the watercourse shall be maintained.

In addition, McLean County shall notify adjacent comitias in writing thirty (30) days prior to
the issuance of a permit for the alteration or relocation of the watercourse.

Section 11.Variances.

Whenever the standards of this ordinance place undue hardship on a specific development
proposal, the applice may apply to thécLean County Zoning Board of Appedits a
variance. ThélcLean County Zoning Board of Appealsh a | | review the applicantbés reque
a variance and shall submit its recommendation td/fitieean County Board TheMcLean
County Boad may attach such conditions to granting of a variance as it deems necessary to
further the intent of this ordinance.
A. No variance shall be granted unless the applicant demonstrates that all of the following
conditions are met:

1. The development activity caaohbe located outside the floodplain.

2. An exceptional hardship would result if the variance were not granted.

3. The relief requested is the minimum necessary.

4, There will be no additional threat to public health, safety or creation of a nuisance.
5. There will beno additional public expense for flood protection, rescue or relief

operations, policing, or repairs to roads, utilities, or other public facilities.

6. The applicantdéds circumstances are unigque and do not
inconsistent with the intent dfi¢ NFIP, and

7. all other state and federal permits have been obtained.
B. TheDirector of Building and Zoninghall notify an applicant in writing that a variance

from the requirements of the building protections standards of Section 7 that would lessen
the degee of protection to a building will:
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1. Result in increased premium rates for flood insurance up to tfigatgollars
($25) per one hundred dollars ($100) of insurance coverage;

2. increase the risk to life and property, and

3. require that the applicant preeed with knowledge of these risks and that the
applicant acknowledge in writing the assumption of the risk and liability.

C. Variances to the building protection requirements of Section 7 of this ordinance which
are requested in connection with reconstrugtiepair, or alteration of a historic site or
historic structure as defined in AHistoric Structureso
permissive than the requirements of Sections 6 and 7 of this ordinance subject to the
conditions that:

1. The repair or reabilitation is the minimum necessary to preserve the historic
character and design of the structure.

2. The repair or rehabilitation will not result in the structure being removed as a
certified historic structure.

Section 12. Disclaimer of Liability.

The degree of protection required by this ordinance is considered reasonable for regulatory
purposes and is based on available information derived from engineering and scientific methods
of study. Larger floods may occur or flood heights may be increasedrisgnade or natural

causes. This ordinance does not imply that development either inside or outside of the floodplain
will be free from flooding or damage. This ordinance does natet@bility on the part of

McLean Countyor any officer or employee theof for any flood damage that results from proper
reliance on this ordinance or any administrative decision made lawfully thereunder.

Section 13. Penalty.

Failure to obtain a permit for development in the floodplain or failure to comply with the

conditions of a permit or a variance shall be deemed to be a violation of this ordinance. Upon

due investigation,thBlc Le an Count y n&ydetermideshati violadian of¢hg

minimum standards of this ordinance exists. WheL ean Co un tryeysBalmotfiye 6 s At t o
the owner in writing of such violation.

A. If such owner fails after ten (10) days notice to correct the violation:

Further, no merchandise or
pictures of products or entertainment on the premises shall be displayed in
window areas or any area whesuch merchandise or pictures can be viewed
from the sidewalk in front of the building. No adult entertainment activity
shall take place outside the building containing the adult entertainment
establishment.
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E. Signs:  Adult entertainment establishngerghall be limited to one
wall-mounted sign no greater than one square foot of sign per linear foot of
wall length, not to exceed a total of fifty square feet. The sign shall not flash,
blink or move by mechanical means and shall not extend above tHmeoof
of the building. No flashing lights or lighting that gives the impression of
motion or movement shall be permitted.

F. Parking Area Lighting: Lighting of parking areas that serve an adult
entertainment establishment shall provide a minimum leyrellof 0.25 foot
candles over the entire parking area, but in no point shall the light level
exceed 3.0 foot candles, nor shall any increase in light levels or visible glare
be permitted at the lot line.

Airport or Airstrip: Airports and airstrips shall be allowed in the AL RR2, M-1
and M2 districts upon approval of a special use permit issued in accordance with
the following provisions and the provisions of Article 8.

A. Airports and airstrips shall only be allowed in thd Bnd R2 districts when
said airport or airstrip is a part of a residential development.

C. The yard and floor area r@gements shall be as set forth in thd Bingle
Family Dwelling District.

D. The establishment shall be located in a dwelling unit permanently occupied
by the owner or manager, wherein as an accessory use to the residential use,
rooms are rented toetpublic forno more than ten (10) consecutive nights
in any twelve (12) month period.

E. Breakfast may be provided to guests of the bed and breakfast only.

F. Two (2) oftstreet parking spaces with one (1) additionalst#et parking
space per laging room shall be provided. All efftreet parking spaces for
each lodging room shall be adequately screened from neighboring property.

G. No more than five guest rooms may be provided. The County Board may,
however, further limit the number of lodgj rooms allowed in order to
maintain the character of the neighborhood in which the bed and breakfast
facility is located.

H. No signs other than an identification sign as allowed by Article 10 of this
ordinance shall be permitted.

l. The establishent shall comply with the requirements of the State Fire
Marshal for oneand twofamily dwellings.

J. The operator of the establishment shall obtain certification from the State

Fire Marshall that the proposed bed and breakfast establishment meets the

requirements of Section 6 of the State of 11l inoi
K. In conjunction with the special use permit application, a floor plan of the

proposed bed and breakfast establishment shall be submitted illustrating that
the proposed estidhment will comply with the requirements for bed and
breakfast establishments as set forth by this ordinance.

L. The operator shall obtain all required licenses and permits for a bed and
breakfast establishment as required by the MclLean County Health
Department prior to beginning the operation of the bed and breakfast
establishment.

County or

B. Is located outside of a designated Growth Area on soils that are not
identified as APrimed or Al mportanto
Sedion 1106.

C. Any accessory outdoor recreational facilities of a-spectator nature shall

be for use only by persons camping on the premises.

D. Accessory buildings or structures shall be under the same ownership as the
camp and shall not be leabto individuals or groups of individuals.

E. A recreational camp shall not be designed or located so as to furnish lodging
for persons utilizing recreational facilities on adjacent or nearby land.

F. Incidental storage of such recreational vehisleall be permitted provided
such vehicles are not placed on permanent foundations or supports.

Cemeteries, Mausoleums or Columbarium: A 15 foot wide landscape buffer shall
be provided along all property lines abutting anry B R2 zoned property.

Churches, Chapels, Temples or Synagogues

A. Bus Parking: Any parking area used for the overnight parking of buses and
vehicles shall be located at least 100 feet from the lot line of a lot zethed R
or R-2. Any such parking area shall be soeskfrom view of adjacent-R
or R2 districts by a landscape buffer as approved by the Director of
Building and Zoning.
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B. Accessory Dwelling: A property on which a church, chapel, temple or
synagogue is located may also contain an accessory residentiaigitee
be used as a parsonage, rectory or parish house.

Competitive  Communication or Meteorological Tower: Competitive

telecommunicationgand meteorologicalowers shall conform with the following
(these facilities may be permitted uses in theiddiure and Commercial Districts
when located at least 500 feet from th& Bnd R2 Districts): (220-01) (6-17-08)

A.

No building or tower that is part of a competitive telecommunication tower
facility shall encroach onto any recorded easement ftioly the
encroachment unless the grantees of the easement have given their approval.

Lighting shall be installed for security and safety purposes only. Except
with respect to lighting required by the FCC or FAA, all lighting shall be
shielded sohat no glare extends substantially beyond the boundaries of a
facility.

No facility shall encroach onto an existing septic field.

Any competitive telecommunication facility located in a special flood hazard
area or wetland shall comply withthee gui r ement s of t he
Overlay District and lllinois Department of Water Resources.

Existing trees more than 3 inches in diameter shall be preserved if
reasonably feasible during construction. If any tree more than 3 inches in
diamete is removed during construction, a tree 3 inches or more in diameter
of the same or a similar species shall be planted as a replacement unless
otherwise specified by the Zoning Board of Appeals. Tree diameter shall be
measured at a point 3 feet aboveugilevel.

If any elevation of a competitive telecommunication facility faces an
existing, adjoining RL or R2 zoning district, low maintenance landscaping
shall be provided on or near the site of the facility in order to screen the
facility. The quantity and type of landscaping shall be approved by the

Location of Accessory Recreation Facilities: Buildings, swimming pools,

tennis courts, and similar accessory recreational facilities shall be set back at
least 25 feet from the property line of any ALRr R2 zoning district.
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C. An 18 hole golf course shall require a minimum of 60 acres for each nine
holes unless the golf course is a par three course in which case a minimum
of 25 acres shall be required for each nine holes.

District.

16. Greenhouses and Nurseries: Greenhouses, nurseries and wholesale sales of plant
materials and garden crops shall be subject to the following standards:

No equipment shall be utilized that creates a nuisance due to noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, odor, heat, glare, emissions or electrical
interference.

No alteration of the egtior of the principal residential structure
shall be made which changes the character thereof as a dwelling.

No traffic shall be generated by the activity of the home occupation
which is abnormal to a residential neighborhood. This provision
shal also include the prohibition of regular delivery by trucks in
excess of a two ton capacity.

Particular Home Occupations Permitted:

a. Art, dancing, and music schools provided that instruction is
limited to five pupils at one time.

b. Artists studios and conservatories
C. Barber shops, beauty shops and tanning salons.
d. Professional offices for chiropractors (secondary office only)

E. Landscape Buffer: Each Landscape Waste Composting Facilities shall have
a landscape buffer around its perimeter. The County Board may require a
greater buffer to protect adjacent pecty from adverse visual, noise and
other impacts associated with a specific compost facility.
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Traffic Circulation: The operation shall provide entrances with ingress and
egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion. No more than one
vehide entrance shall be allowed for each 660 feet of lot frontage on a
public street.

Storage Bins: Storage bins will be allowed to be storeditenas an
ancillary use, providing they are durable, covered and meet the same
setbacks required for structures on the site.

Sale of Composted Material: The sale or marketing of any composted or
mulched waste material at retail or wholesale from such facility skall b
allowed only when such sale or marketing is accessory and incidental to the
composting and mulching facility.

Hours of Operation: The proposed hours of operations shall be submitted
with the special use permit application for the facility. Incase, however,
shall the facility operate before sunrise or after sunset. When located within

boundary of an R or R2 zoning district, the facility shall not operate
before 800 a.m. or after 7:00 p.m.

Paving:  All roads, driveways, parking lots and loading/unloading areas
within 100 feet of any lot line shall be graded and paved with a concrete or
asphalt/concrete surface as approved by the Director of Building and
Zoning.

Storm Drainage Facilities: Storm drainage facilities shall be so constructed

K. Flammable Liquid Storage: Theeausf individual fuel oil or propane gas
storage tanks to supply each manufactured home separately shall be
prohibited. Any fuel oil or gas storage shall be centrally located in
underground tanks, at a safe distance from any manufactured home site. All
fuel lines leading to the park and to manufactured home sites shall be
underground and so designed as to conform with any state code that is
applicable. When separate meters are installed, each shall be located in a
uniform manner.

L. Solid Waste: All grbage and trash containers shall be placed in a
conveniently located, enclosed structure the exterior of which is similar in
appearance to the manufactured home it serves. The removal of trash shall
take place not less than once a week. Individual omuan incinerators
shall be prohibited.

M. Landscaping: A landscape buffer as approved by the Zoning Board of
Appeals shall be provided and maintained along all boundaries of a
manufactured home park except at established entrances and exits.

N. Manufactured Home Spaces within Manufactured Home Parks:
Manufactured home spaces within manufactured home parks shall comply
with the standards of this section.

Q) Minimum Size of Manufactured Home Space: Each manufactured
home space within a manufacdrhome park shall contain at least
3,000 square feet of site area, and be at least 40 feet in width.

C. Pedestrian Circulation: Pedestrian circulation systems (sidewalks, walkways,
and paths) shall be located and designed to provide physical separation from
vehicles along all public and private streets and within any parking area.
Pedestrian acceshaild be designed to provide reasonable linkages of
dwelling units to other facilities within the development such as recreation,
services, mail and parking.

D. Building Separation: All buildings shall be separated by a minimum distance
of 20 feet.
E. Lot Coverage: Each development should be designed to reflect unique site

characteristics and build strong neighborhood environments without
overcrowding the site.

F. Net Living Area: A minimum net living area for each dwelling unit
(exclusive of baseants, open porches, terraces, patios, garages, car ports,
and facilities such as heating, cooling and laundry serving more than one
dwelling unit) shall be as follows:

@ 375 square feet for efficiency units;

2 500 square feet for one bedroonitsin

3 750 square feet for two bedroom units;

4) 850 square feet for three bedroom units; and

(5) 950 square feet for a unit with four or more bedrooms.

G. Access: Whenever possible, local streets shall provide the vehicular access
for dl multi-family residential developments.

H. Open Space: Open space should be provided to meet active and passive use
requirements of the neighborhood.

(1) Atleast 10 percent of the total site area shall be set aside as common
open space. The conom open space area shall be suitable for
active or passive recreational use. Common open space areas should
be centrally placed within the neighborhood. Common open space
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may include pools, tennis courts, and tot lots. Common open space
may not be couert as part of nor located in a required setback area.

(2) A minimum of 60 square feet of private open space shall be provided
for each dwelling unit. Private areas should be accessible from each
applicable dwelling unit and should be designed to jprtesecess
from other areas so as to ensure privacy. Private areas typically
include yards, balconies and patios adjoining each dwelling unit.

Building Clustering: Unusable and unassigned open space surrounding
buildings should be reduced by clusteribuildings. Buildings should be
clustered around a central common area, and not have the primary
orientation directed toward the parking area.

Building Orientation:

Q) Individual Buildings: Individual buildings should be oriented in a
way that establishes neighborhoods andseighborhoods.

2) Reduction of Unusable Open Space: Unusable open space should be
reduced through building orientation, the use of low walls, fencing,
landscaping and entry design.

Vehicular Circulation anéarking

@ Street Layout:  The layout of streets should provide for safe
operation of vehicles within the development.

2 Parking Area Layout: Double loaded parking areas along private
streets are generally not acceptable. Parking areakl sfelocated
along drives that intersect public or private streets.

3 Parking Enclosures: Parking enclosures should be designed and
sited so as to compliment the primary structures and to provide
visual relief from extensive pavement area.

Racetracks: The following requirements shall apply to racetracks.

Racetracks for the racing of animals shall be located at least one mile from
any R1 or R2 zoning district.

Racetracks for the racing of motor vehicléslk be located at least two
miles from any RL or R2 zoning district.
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Recreation and Entertainment, Outdoor: Outdoor recreation and entertainment uses
shall be located on arterial or collector roads. Public activity areas shall be located
at least 660 feet from any adjacentlRor R2 zoning district.

Recreational Vehicle Parks shall be permitted subject to the following conditions:

A.

The site selected for recreational vehicle parks shall be well drained and
designed to provide spacer frecreational vehicles that are intended for
shortterm occupancy. Recreational vehicles may have a permanent
placement within said park as long as said recreational vehicle has not been
built onto and the owner of said recreational vehicle has a Henafi
residence at a different location. Ltoa of the recreational vehicle park
may not necessarily front on a major reagt or thorougfare, but shall be
directly accessible to the major roadway by means of a private road or public
road which it hasrbntage on.

(11) The developmerghall provide a general refuse storage area or areas
which shall be provided with a paved concretdasar and shall be
enclosed to screen it from view.

H. The recreational vehicle parks shall be planned andstremted in
accordance with the minimurstandards established in this section and
outlined below:

(1)  All parking areas and roadways shall be constructed and paved with
a hard surface bituminous or concrete material.

(2)  All camps shall be provided with general outdoor lighting with a
minimum of 0.3foot candles of general illumination.

Screening: The operation shall be doced wholly within a non
combustible building or within an area surrounded on all sides by a solid
fence or wallat least 9feetin height. The fence or wall shall be of uniform
height, uniform texture and color, and shall be so maintained by the
proprietor as to insure maximum safety to the public, obscure the junk from
normal view of the public, and preserve the general welfare of the
neighborhood. The fence or wall shall be installed in a way that retains all
scrap, junk, or other materials withiretilard. Scrap, junk or other salvaged
materials shall be piled or stored so that they are not visible from outside the
fenced in area and do not exceed the height of the enclosing fence or wall
within 50 feet of the inside of such fence or w@h17-08)

Loading/Unloading:  No junk shall be loaded, unloaded, or otherwise
placed either temporarily or permanently outside the enclosed building,
fence, or wall, or within the public rigtaf-way.

Owners, residents, and other users of property in the Agriculture
district or neighboring property may be subjected to inconvenience,
discomfort, and the possibility of injury to propeayd health arising from
normal and accepted agricultural practices and operations, including but not
limited to noise, odors, dust, the operation of machinery of any kind,
including aircraft, the storage and disposal of manure, the application of
fertilizers, soil amendments, herbicides, and pesticides. Therefore, owners,
occupants, and users of property within the Agriculture district should be
prepared to accept such inconveniences, discomfort, and possibility of injury
from normal agricultural operatis, and are hereby put on official notice
that the state RigHb-Farm Law may bar them from obtaining a legal
judgmentagainst such normal agricultural operations.

SingleFamily, Underground Dwelling: Singfamily dwellings constructed below
groundshall conform with the following standards:

(1)  Setbacks of buildings and paved areas from a public street may be
reduced to 50 percent of the standard requirement.

(2)  Setbacks of buildings from a property line other than a public street,
may be rduced to 60 percent of the standard requirement and
setbacks of paved areas adjacent to property lines, other than street
lines, may be reduced to zero if existing or proposed development
on said adjacent land justifies the same.

3) Side yards betweebuildings may be reduced to zero.

4) The foregoing deviations 1 through 4 may be granted by the County
Board only when compensating open space is provided elsewhere in
the project, where there is ample evidence that said deviation will
not adversehaffect neighboring property nor will it constitute the
mere granting of privilege.

G. The design of all zero lot line singlamily projects shall assure proper
access and circulation in accordance with the design standards established in
the McLean Canty Land Subdivision Ordinance.

38. Solid Waste Collection/Processing Facilities (if not a regional pollution control
facility): The following standards shall apply to Solid Waste Collection/Processing
Facilities that are not a regional pollution cohfacility.

A. Screening: The operation shall be conducted wholly within a non
combustible building or within an area surrounded on all sides by a fence or
wall at least eight feet in height when located in-&d&nmercial district.

The fence or walshall be of uniform height, uniform texture and color, and
shall be so maintained by the proprietor as to insure maximum safety to the
public, obscure the junk from normal view of the public, and preserve the
general welfare of the neighborhood. The femceall shall be installed in

a way that retains all scrap, junk, or other materials within the yard. No
scrap, junk or other salvaged materials may be piled so to exceed the height
of this enclosing fence or wall.

B. Traffic Circulation: The operan shall provide entrances on arterial or
collector streets only with ingress and egress so designed as to minimize
traffic congestion. There shall be enough roorssite to accommodate
peak traffic volume and company vehicles. A traffic analysis dill
required.
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C. Storage Bins: Storage bins or trailers will be allowed to be storsileoas
an ancillary use, providing they are durable, covered and meet the same
setbacks required for the structure on the site. The bins shall be screened as
partof the operation.

D. Loading/Unloading: No solid waste or junk shall be loaded, unloaded or
otherwise placed either temporarily or permanently outside an enclosed
building, fence or screened area or within the public-aditay, except the
use of sbrage bins placed on the outside of an enclosed building for
recycling. The operation shall be attended on days of operation to maintain
the property in a clean, litter free condition.

E. Separation for Residential: No structures shall be locat&hv@00 feet of
an R1 or R2 zoned property.

F. Hours of Operation: Uses shall not operate before sunrise or after sunset if
located within 1,000 feet of anRor R2 zoned property.

G. Paving: All roads, driveways, parking lots and loading/uditan areas
within 500 feet of any lot line shall be graded and paved with an approved
concrete or asphalt/concrete surface.

H. Storm Water Management. A storm water management plan may be
required at the discretion of the Director of Building and @gni

l. Other Regulations: All operations shall be licensed if required, have proper
permits from the lllinois Environmental Protection Agency and shall meet
all County, state and federal health department requirements pertaining to
facilities, equipmat and other features.

J. Time Limit and Renewal of Special Use Permit: The initial approval of a
special use permit for a solid waste collection facility or a solid waste
processing facility shall be effective for one year, at which time it may be
renewed in accordance with procedures applicable to the original approval.
If renewed, a longer time limit on the special use permit may be established
by the County Board. The special use permit shall be revoked by the
Director of Building and Zoning iftiis determined by the Director of
Building and Zoning that the use is creating a nuisance for nearby residents
or businesses or is failing to comply with the conditions imposed on the
operation.

39. Temporary Uses: The following temporary uses shéadlllogved.
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A. Real Estate Office: Real estate office (containing no sleeping or cooking
accommodations) incidental to a new housing development to continue for a
period not to exceed two years or until the sale or lease of all dwelling units
in the devadpment has occurred, whichever is less.

3) The height of structures used in conjunction of seasonal sales of farm
produce shall not be greater than 17 feet or one story which ever is
less.

4) Sigrs may be erected on the sight of the sales event at the start of the
seasonal sales period and may remain in place for no longer than
ninety (90) days. A minimum setback of 10 feet from all property
lines shall be required and such signs shall not encintzlor be
located within a required sight triangle. Maximum size shall be
limited to 32 square feet.(B3-02)

C. Special Events:

@ Purpose and Intent: The purpose and intent of this Subsection is to
allow short term use of land for special eventhile protecting
nearby property owners, residents and business from activities that
may be disruptive, obnoxious or otherwise incompatible.

(2)  Types of Special Events: Special events shall be deemed to include
shortterm or seasonal uses that apt otherwise permitted by the
Use Regulations specified in this Article. Two types of special
events are hereby established: Type 1 Special Events and Type 2
Special Events.

a. Type 1 Special Events: The following uses and activities
shall be consiered Type 1 Special Events:
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FundRaising Activities By Not~or-Profits: Fundraising

or noncommercial events for nonprofit religious,
educational or community service organizations. This
special event description shall not preclude the use of
existing religious institutions or other nfur-profit
facilities for events conducted entirely within a building,
between the hours of 7:00 A.M. and 10:00 P.M.

Grand Opening and Going Out Of Business Sales: The
use of signs and attenti@ttractirg devices to advertise

or attract attention to grand opening and going out of
business sales events.

Special and Seasonal Sales Events.  Commercial
activities, not conducted in an enclosed building or
regular place of business, intended to $edlse, rent, or
promote specific merchandise, services, or product lines,
including but not limited to: tent sales, trade shows, flea
markets, farmers markets, (including horticultural
products), Christmas tree lot sales (if grown on another
property), poduct demonstrations or parking lot sales of
food, art work, or other goods.

Auctions and Estate Sales: Auctions and estate sales, to
be held inside an existing building located on private or
public property, that will not generate traffic or kiag
conditions unusual or incompatible with the event site
and surrounding area will not require a special event
permit.  Other auctions and estate sales will be
considered under Subsection 39.C.(2)b, Special and
Seasonal Sales Events, of this Section.

Walks, Runs and Bike Tours and Races: Special events
held exclusively for walks, runs and bike tours and races
will be subject to application and review procedures, and
general standards and conditions as set forth in this
Section of the Zoning Omdance. The applicant shall be
required to submit an event route and to coordinate the
logistics for use of public rightf-way and safe crossings

at intersections with the applicable township road district
commissioner and the McLean County Sheriff
Deparmment. All participants must obey pedestrian and
vehicular traffic laws. Special event requests for such
events shall be processed through the applicable
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township road district office and the McLean County
Sheriff Department.

Type 2 Special EventShortterm cultural and entertainment
events shall be considered Type 2 special events. The Type 2
category shall include public or private events intended
primarily for entertainment or amusement, such as concerts,
circuses, fairs, carnivals or festiza Type 2 special events
shall only be allowed in a C, ¥ or M-2 District.

(3)  Application and Review Procedures:

a.

Approval of Special Events By the Director of Building and
Zoning: The Director of Building and Zoning may approve
Type 1 speial event permits after determining that the event
will comply with all of the standards of this Subsection.

Approval of Special Events By the County Board: The
following shall require review and approval by the County
Board prior to being perntéd:

i. Type 1 special event applications which the Director of
Building and Zoning determines should be reviewed by
the County Board.

ii. Type 1 special event applications that are denied by the
Director of Building and Zoning for failure toomply
with the standards of Subsection 39.C.(4) of this Section.

iii. Type 2 special event applications.

Contents of All Applications: An application for a special
event permit shall be accompanied by a fee established by the
County Board. Te application shall be made to the Director
of Building and Zoning on a form available from the Director
of Building and Zoning. The application shall include:

i. A written description of the proposed event, the duration
of the event, the hours obperations, anticipated
attendance and any buildings/structures signs or
attentionattracting devices used in conjunction with the
event, as well as a response to each of the performance
standards established in subsection 39.C.(4) of this
Section.
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i. A sketch plan showing the location of proposed
structures (including ogite rest rooms and trash

receptacles), parking areas, activities, signs and attention
attracting devices in relation to existing buildings,

parking areas, streets and propertydine

ii. Written confirmation from the property owner agreeing
to the special event.

iv. Proof of compliance with the health and safety standards
of McLean County.

v. Approval by the applicable road authority that maintains
the roadway prading access to the festival.

vi. Any additional information deemed necessary by the
Director of Building and Zoning or County Board.

Review and Approval Process: A complete application shall
be submitted to the Director of Building and Zupiat least

10 days prior to the requested start of a Type 1 Special Event
and at least 20 days prior to the requested start date of a Type
2 Special Event. Applications that require County Board
approval shall be placed on the next available County Board
agenda. With all other applications, the Director of Building
and Zoning shall make a determination whether to approve,
approve with conditions, or deny the permit within 5 days
after the date of application. Any applicant denied a permit
by the Directo of Building and Zoning shall be notified in
writing, of the reasons for the denial and of the opportunity
to appeal the denial to the Governing Body at their next
regularly scheduled meeting.

4 General Special Event Standards: The following promsishall
apply to all Type 1 and Type 2 special events.

a.

Land Use Compatibility. The special event must be
compatible with the purpose and intent of this Article and the
Zoning District in which it will be located. The special event
shall not impir the normal, safe and effective operation of a
permanent use on the same site. The special event shall not
endanger or be materially detrimental to the public health,
safety or welfare or injurious to property or improvements in
the immediate vicinityf the special event, given the nature

of the activity, its location on the site and its relationship to
parking and access points.

Compliance With Other Regulations: A construction permit
or temporary certificate of occupancy may be required befor
any structure used in conjunctions with the special event is
constructed or modified. All structures and the site as a
whole, may be required to meet all applicable zoning district
and fire code standards and shall be promptly removed upon
the cessatiomf the event. Upon cessation of the event or
use, the site shall be returned to its previous condition
(including the removal of all trash, debris, signage, attention
attracting devices or other evidence of the special event or
use).

Hours of Opeation and Duration: The duration and hours of
operation of a special event shall be consistent with the
surrounding land uses. The total duration of allowable
events for freestanding businesses, and for the combined
total allowed for a shopping centeraihnot exceed 14
weeks. Permits may be approved for a reasonable period of
time based on impact and compatibility with nearby uses, but
under any circumstances shall not exceed 6 weeks. The
duration and hours of operation of Type 2 Special Events
shall be recommended by the Director of Building and
Zoning and established by the County Board at the time of
review and approval of the event permit.

Frequency: The maximum frequency of a special event on
the same property shall deper calendar yeafor individual
organizations and businesses and 3 per calendar year for
shopping centersThe maximum per calendar year for
properties in the @ommercial District and M. Restricted
Manufacturing District shall be §6-17-2003)

Traffic Circulation: The special event, as determined by the
County Engineer, shall not cause undue traffic congestion or
accident potential given anticipated attendance and the
design of adjacent streets, intersections and traffic controls.

Off-Street Parking: Gfstreet parking shall be provided in a
manner as determined by the Director of Building and
Zoning or County Board to meet the needs of the requested
special event.
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g. Public Convenience and Litter Control: Adequatesite rest
room facilities and o-site solid waste containers shall be
required.

h. Appearances and Nuisances: The special event shall be

compatible in intensity, appearance, usefulness, enjoyment,
and value with surrounding land uses. The vent shall not
generate excessive noisdust, smoke, glare, spillover
lighting or other forms of environmental or visual problems.

i. Signs and Attentiottracting Devices:

J- Setback From Road Righf-Way: Structures and
equipment used in conjunction with a special event need not
comply with the setback requirements of the applicable
district in which the special event is located unless otherwise
required by the Director of Building and Zoning for public
safety reasons. However, structures or equipment shall not
block the view ofoperators of motor vehicles on the public
streets and shall conform to the requirements of the sight
triangle as specified in Article 6.

k. Signs and Attentiottracting Devices: The Director of
Building and Zoning review all signage in conjunctisith
the issuance of the permit, although a sign permit is not
required. The applicant should review the sign regulations
set forth in Article 10 as a guide in designing highality
signage for the special event. The Director of Building and
Zoning mayapprove the temporary use of attentatracting
devices for special events. The number and types of signs
and attentiorgetting devices permitted shall be evaluated on
the following criteria: type, size and duration of the proposed
event or use, safetyonsiderations (sightistance setbacks,
sidewalks in area etc.), lighting considerations (disturbance
of nearby residents or adverse affects to traffic on adjacent
streets) and aesthetic concerns (appearance, illumination,
number and size of signs and eatfongetting devices
proposed). All search lights shall be considered for no more
than 3 days of an event. Search lights must be turned off by
11:00 P.M. and no search light shall be illuminated when the
angle between its beam and the ground surfdessghan 60
degrees.

l. Three dimensional signs and tubular type balloon signs will
not be permitted on the facade of any structure. Large
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ground and roefmounted promotional type balloons, and
other attentiorattracting devices portraying imaged o
products, people, cartoon characters, etc., shall be limited to
a maximum height of 30 feet and shall be permitted for no
more than 3 days of an event. Such devices must be
dismantled at the end of each work day.

Area of Parking Lot Dedicated tSpecial and Seasonal
Sales: No more than 20 percent of the parking stalls required
for the business requesting the special event permit, not to
exceed 30 stalls, shall be permitted for the display and
demonstration of special, and seasonal sales items. N
drives or maneuvering areas may be utilized unless such
drive or maneuvering areas are directly adjacent to the
approved display or demonstration area, not required for
emergency access, and not needed to provide proper
circulation thru the lot.

Other Conditions: The Director of Building and Zoning and
the County Board establish any additional conditions deemed
necessary to ensure lande compatibility and to minimize
potential adverse impacts on nearby uses, including but not
limited to time andfrequency of operation, limitations on
signs and other attentiattracting devices, temporary
arrangements for parking and traffic circulation,
requirements for screening/buffering and guarantees for site
restoration and cleanup following the specialntveThese
conditions may include, but shall not be limited to:

i. Modifications or restrictions to the hours of operation,
duration of the event(s), size of the activity or other
operational characteristics.

ii. The posting of a performancermbto help ensure that
the operation of the event and subsequent restoration of
the site are conducted according to required performance
standards and County Board stipulations.

ii. If the permit applicant requests the County to provide
extraordinay services or equipment or if the Director of
Building and Zoning otherwise determines that
extraordinary services (e.g., traffic control or security
personnel) or equipment should be provided to protect
the public health or safety, the applicant shaltdzpiired
to pay to the County a fee sufficient to reimburse the
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County for the costs of these services if not provided by
the applicant. This requirement shall not apply if the
event has been anticipated in the budget process and
sufficient funds have beeincluded in the budget to
cover the costs incurred.

D. Garage or Porch Sales: The sale of used or sé¢w@matimerchandise shall
be permitted on any lot where a sintdenily residential dwelling is the
principal use provided that such garage or psath shall not exceed three
consecutive days in duration, nor occur more than twice during a 12 month
period at one residence.

Transitional Living Center: Transitional living centers shall be subject to the
following standards.

A. Size: No morethan ten persons, including staff, shall reside in the center at
one time.
B. Separation: No transitional living center shall be located within 1,500 feet

of any other transitional living center or substance abuse treatment facility,
nor shall a transbnal living center be located within 300 feet of any
religious assembly, school; Ror R2 zoned property.

Utility, Major (if not a regional pollution control facility or otherwise exempted in
Article 1 of these regulations): Major utilities, that &t regional pollution c
control facilities or otherwise exempted in Article 1 of these regulations, shall not
be located within 200 feet of a boundary line of ah & R2 district

However, wind power generation facilities shall not be locateaim&000 feet of a
boundary line of an R or R2 district and shall also conforio the following
requirements(6-18-02)

A. No building or tower that is part of a wind power generation facility shall
encroach onto any recorded easement prohibitingnleachment unless
the grantees of the easement have given their approval.

B. Lighting shall be installed for security and safety purposes only. Except
with respect to lighting required by the FCC or FAA, all lighting shall be
shielded so that no gk extends substantially beyond the boundaries of a

facility.
C. No facility shall encroach onto an existing septic field.
D. Any wind power generation facility located in a special flood hazard area or
wetl and shall comply wiFPDBD FheodelUBiaeaments
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Overlay District and lllinois Department of Natural Resources.

E. The height of the facility shall not excee@eet, except if the facility is
located within one and o#faalf miles of the corporate limits of a
municipality with a populatio of 25,000 or more, the height of the
facility shall not exceed 200 fe€B-15-2005)

F. A tower that is part of a wind power generation facility shall require
engineering certified by a registered engineer.

G. Documentation, approved by the Director of Buigdand Zoning, shall be
provided which verifies that the site and design are acceptable to the FAA.

H. A wind power generation facility may be located on the same lot as one or
more structures or uses.

42.  Vehicle/Equipment Sales, Vehicle/Equipment Ster&@rds and Vehicle Paint and
Body Shop, Vehicle Repair: All vehicle and equipment storage areas and parking
areas must be hamlirfaced and dust free. Vehicle Repair in the@mmercial
District shall be limited to vehicles that do not exceed oneoaatialf (1 %2) tons.

43.  Facilities of a telecommunications carrier: These provisions shall not abridge any
rights created by authority confirmed in the Federal Telecommunications Act of
1996, P.L. 1041.04.

A. In designing a facility, a telecommunicationrr@ shall consider the
following guidelines:

1) No building or tower that is part of a facility should encroach onto
any recorded easement prohibiting the encroachment unless the
grantees of the easement have given their approval.

2) Lighting shall be nstalled for security and safety purposes only.
Except with respect to lighting required by the Federal Aviation
Administration or the Federal Communications Commission, all
lighting should be shielded so that no glare extends substantially
beyond the bawdaries of the facility.

3) No facility shall encroach on an existing septic field.

4) Any facility located in a special flood hazard area or wetland should
meet the legal requirements for those lands.

5) Existing trees more than three inches in diametsyulsl be
preserved if reasonably feasible during construction. If any tree
more than three inches in diameter is removed during construction, a
tree three inches in diameter or more in diameter shall be planted as
a replacement if reasonably feasible.

6) If any elevation of a facility faces an existing residential use in a
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residential zoning district, landscaping should be provided on or near
the facility lot to provide at least partial screening of the facility. The
guantity and type of landscaping shtibble in accordance with any
other County landscaping requirements.

7) Fencing should be installed around the facility. The height and
materials should comply with any other County fence regulations.

8) Any building that is part of the facility located adgnt to a
residentially zoned lot should be designed with exterior colors and
materials reasonably compatible with the residential character of that
area.

In choosing an area a location for a facility, a telecommunications carrier
shall consider theoflowing:

1) A nonresidentially zoned lot is the most desirable location.

2) A residentially zoned lot that is not used for residential purposes is
the second most desirable location.

3) A residentially zoned lot that is two acres or more in area and is used
for residential purposes is the third most desirable location.

4) A residentially zoned lot less than two acresiiea ands used for
residential purposes is the least desirable location.

The following provisions shall apply to all facilities establishegrathe
effective date of the amendatory Act of 1997:

1) Except as governed in this ssbction, no yard or setback
regulations shall apply to or required for a facility.

2) A facility may be located on the same lot as one or more structures
or uses.

3) No minimum lot area, widthr depth shall be required for a facility.

No parking spaces shall be regdirunless the facility is usemh a
regular, daily basis. If it is used on a regular, daily basis, one off
street parking space shall be provideddach employee regularly
working at the facility.

4) N o portion of the facilityds supporting
housing shall be less than 15 feet from the front line of the lot or 10
feet from any other lot line.

5) Except as provided in this sglection, no height limits, bulk
regulations, lot coverage, building coverage or floor area limitations
shall apply to the facility.

6) The Countyébés review of the building per mit
shall be completed within 30 days. If a decision by the Cddodyd
is required to permit the establi shment of
review of the building permit application shall be simultaneous with
the process |l eading to the County Boardés
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7) The improvements and equipment comprising the facility ney b
freestanding or wholly or partly attached to or enclosed within a
structure or structures.

D. The following provisions shall apply to all faciliies established after
4/21/1998:

1) A facility is permitted if its supporting structure is a qualifying
structure or if the following conditions are met:

a. The height of the facility shall not exceed 350 feet, except if
the facility is located within one and chalf miles of the
corporate limits of a municipality with a population of
25,000 or more, the heigbt the facility shall not exceed 200
feet.

Appearance: The small wind energy system shall maintain a galvanized
neutral finish or be painted to conform the system color to the surrounding
environment to minimize adverse visual effects. No small wind energy
system shall &aive any signage, writing, pictures, or decorations placed on

it at any time other than warning, equipment, and ownership information.
No small wind energy system shall have any flags, streamers, banners, and
other decorative items that extend from any pathe system placed on it

at any time.

Removal Upon End of Useful Life: When a system reaches the end of its
useful life and can no longer function, the owner of the system shall
remove the system within 120 days of the day on which the system last
functioned. The owner is solely responsible for removal of the system and
all costs, financial or otherwise, of system removal.

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ARTICLE 7
SUPPLEMENTAL REGULATIONS

HEIGHT REGULATIONS. Chimneys, cooling towers, elevator head houses, fire towers,
grain elevators, monuments, stacks, stage towers, or scenery lofts, tanks, water towers, orna
mental towers, spires, church steeples, and necessary mechanical apmestamnsrally
required to be placed above the roof level and not intended for human occupancy, are not
subject to the height limitations damed in the District Regulations.

YARD REGULATIONS.

1. Minimum Yard Reuirements: The yard requirements heretofore established in all
districts shall be adjusted in the following cases:

A. Where the property fronts on a collector or an arterial street, the required
front yard shall be modified as follows:

(1)  Arterid Street: The front yard setback shall be measured from the
centerline of the street and shall be equal to the requirement of the
particular zoning district plus 50 feet.

2 Collector Street: The front yard setback shall be measured from the
centerine of the street and shall be equal to the requirement of the
particular zoning district plus 40 feet.

B. Where the property fronts on two intersecting streets (a corner lot), such lot
shall maintain a front yard setback on both streets, except whelatsn
within the same block front on one of the two isémting streets, the side
yard requirement along such street shall be 15 feet, subject to the provisions
of subsection 703.1.A.

C. Double frontage lots shall maintain the required front yardasét along
both frontages.

2. Where 50 percent or more of the frontage on one side of a street between two
intersecting streets is developed with buildings that have observed a front yard
greater than required then:

A. Where a building to be erected arparcel of land that is within 100 feet of
existing buildings on both sides, the minimum front yard shall be a line
drawn between the two closest front corners of adjacent buildings on the two
sides or
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B. Where a building to be erected on a parcel of laatlis within 100 feet of
an existing building on one side only, such building may be erected as close
to the street as the existing adjacent building.

NUMBER OF PRINCIPAL STRUCTURES ON A LOT. In other than the
Manufacturing Zoning Districts, no more than one principal structure may be located upon a
lot.

NUMBER OF USES ON A LOT. In other than the Commercial and Manufacturing
Zoning Districts, no more than one principal use may be located upon a lot.

SIGHT TRIANGLE. Nothing shall be erected, placed, planted, or allowed to grow in
such a manner as to materially impede vision batwee height of -A/2 feet and 8 feet

above the grades of the outside edge of the street surface of two or more intersecting streets,
measured from the point of intersection of the centerline of the streets, 90 feet in each
direction along the centerline tife streets; except that, the County Engineer may establish
greater sight triangles based upon standards in the policy manual published by the American
Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO).

ACCESS TO COMMERCIAL AND INDUSTRIAL DISTRICTS. No land which is
located in a residential district shall be used for a driveway, walkway or access to any land
which is located in any commercial or industdatrict.

DETERMINATION OF STRUCTURE SETBACK LINE. The structure setback line

shall be determined by measuring the horizontal distance between the property line and the
vertical plane of the furthest architectural projection of the existing or proposed structure;
except that certain architectural projections listed below may extend beyond the structure
setback line, subject to the following conditions:

1. Projections shall be defwd as: Any structural or nestructural portion or
appendage attached to the main structure which, by design, protrudes outward
beyond the structure floor, wall, roafr foundation line. Projections include, but
are not limited to:

A. Roof eaves and ¢iers may encroach no more than four feet into a front
and rear yard and not more than 24 inches into a side yard. Roof eaves
and gutters projecting from a building located in a rear yard may extend no
closer than 24 inches from a lot line.-Z@-01)

B. Cornices and sills of the principal building shall project no more than 18
inches into a front, side and rear yard-2(201)

C. Air conditioning equipment may encroach into a side and rear yard
provided such equipment is at least 10 feet from any proliee. (220
01)
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D. Stairs which are necessary for access to a dwelling or an accessory
building may encroach into a front, side and rear yard with up to eight
steps. (Z20-01)

E. Bay windows shall project no more than three feet into a front oyaed.
(2-20-01)
F. Chimneys that are attached to the principal building shall encroach no

more than 24 inches into a front, side or rear yare20{@1)

G. Combustible or Norrombustible ornamentation attached to a principal
building shall project nanore than 18 inches into a front, side or rear yard.
(2-20-01)

H. Detached garages, detached carports, sheds, storage buildings, private
swimming pools and private tennis courts may encroach into a rear yard.
(2-20-01)

I Balconies, terraces, patios, #8saot over two feet in height and outdoor
fireplaces may encroach into a rear yard2@21)

2. Exception for Canopies and Awnings: A canopy or awning may be permitted to
overhang a public way in a-General Commercial District, N-Restricted
Manufacturing District or M2 General Manufacturing District providing:

A. The canopy or awning construction is covered with a fabric material, such as
canvas, or is made of a material which simulates a fabric covering, other
than metal or aluminum.

B. No portion of the canopy or awning shall be less than eight (8) feet above
the level of the sidewalk or other public way.

C. The canopy or awning may extend the full width of the building facade to
which it is attached, and further, it shall not extendbhdya point two (2)
feet inside the pavement line of a public street.
FENCES. Except for agricultural fences and as otherwise specifically provided in other
codes and regulations, the following regulations shalyato the construction of fences
that are greater than four feet in height:
1. No fence shall be constructed which will constitute a traffic hazard.

2. No fence shall be constructed in such a manner or be of such design as to be
hazardous or dangerotgspersons or animals.
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No fence except fences erected upon public or parochial school grounds; in public
parks and public playgrounds; or around competitive telecommunidatidities
shallbe constructed of a height greater than four feet inrtme yard or seven feet
elsewhere; provided, however, that the County Board may, as a special use,
authorize the catruction of a fence higher than seven feet if it is determined by the
County Board that the public welfare is served.

A property ownemay install a fence within a dedicated easement at tisraywn
risk. In no case, however, shall a fence be constructed within a dedicated drainage
easement.

709 TRANSITION SCREEN SPECIFICATIONS. When a transition screen is required by
this code, such screen shall conform to the following specifications:

1.

Such transition screen shall be located in a transition belt, and shall extend the full
length of such transition belt except for any portionseth belt lying within a
required front yard or side yard adjoining a street.

Such transition screen shall consist of a planting screen meeting the specifications
herein. A landscaped berm or a fence screen meeting the specifications herein may
be wsed in lieu of such planting screen if a variance for such substitution is granted
by the Director of Building and Zoning.

A. Planting Screens. Planting screens shall consist of trees, bushes or shrubs of
a variety and so planted and kept as to beegeli within thirtysix (36)
months after occupancy of the premises to be screened.

Q) Such screen shall have a minimum height of six (6) feet above grade
at any particular point along its length.

(2)  Any two (2) foot square segment of a plantiegesn shall contain
no more than thirty percent (30%) open space affording a direct
horizontal view through such screen if such segment is over two (2)
feet above grade.

B. Landscaped Berm. Adequate evidence from a registered engineer shall be
furnished demonstrating that the construction of such berm, along with any
necessary culverts and ditching, will not create adverse drainage and
flooding conditions on adjacent property.

(1)  Such berm shall be at least thirty (30) feet in width at the basatand
least four (4) feet in height, as measured perpendicular to grade level
at any point along its length. Side slopes shall have a gradient no
steeper than three to one.
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(2)  Side slopes of such berm shall be sodded so as to prevent erosion.
The topof the berm shall contain a planting screen according to the
specifications set forth in Section 709.2.A above except that the
minimum height of such planting screen need not be more than three
feet above the top of the berm at any particular point atergrigth.
Construction and material of such berm shall be as approved by the
Director of Building and Zoning.

C. Fence Screen. A fence screen shall not be less than eight (8) feet, nor more
than ten (10) feet in height above grade level, at anypkatipoint along its
length, and any two (2) foot square segment of such screen shall contain no
more than thirty percent (30%) open space affording a direct horizontal view
through such screen. Construction and material of such fence screen shall
be asapproved by the Director of Building and Zoning.

3. All required screening shall be completed prior to issuance of an occupancy permit,
except a temporary occupancy permit under the provisions of Section 206, herein
may be issued for the use of the proppending placement of the plantings, but not
pending any other screening requirement.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS. Any use established shall be operated so as to comply
with the performance standards governing(l) noise; (2) vibration; (3) smoke and
particulate matter; (4) toxic and noxious matter; (5) odorous matter; (6) fire and explosive
hazards; and (7) glare and heat, set forth hereinafter for the district in which such use shall
be located. No existing esshall conflict with, or further conflict with, the applicable
performance standards established hereinafter for the district in which such use is located.

1. Noise: No use or activity shall create any amount of noise that is in violation of the
applicle standards and regulations governing noise levels specified by the lllinois
Environmental Protection Agency.

2. Vibrations

A. Vibrations within a district shall be controlled so as not to become a
nuisance to adjacent uses.
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B. No industrial opeation or activity (except those not under the direct control
of the manufacturer) shall cause at any time ground transmitted vibrations in
excess of the limits set forth below. Vibrations shall be measured at any
point along a district boundary line with threecomponent measuring
instrument approved by the Director of Building and Zoning, and shall be
expressed as displacement in inches.

4, Toxic and Noxious Matter: No use or activity shall create any amount of toxic and
noxious matter that is in violation of the applicable standards and regulations
governingspecified by the lllinois Environmental Protection Agency.

5. Odorous Matter: No use or activity shall create any amount of odorous matter that
is in violation of the applicable standards and regulations governing specified by the
lllinois Environment&Protection Agency.

6. Fire and Explosive Hazards: Activities involving the manufacture of materials or
products which decompose by detonation are permitted in only-t®igtrict, and
then only when specifically licensed by the Zoning and Plats Gibeemn

A. Activities involving the storage and utilization of material or products which
decompose by detonation are permitted only in thgé &hd M2 Districts
and then only when specifically licensed by the Zoning and Plats
Committee. Such materiathall include, but shall not be limited to, all
primary explosives such as lead azide, lead styphnate, fulminates, and
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teracene; all higher explosives such as TNT, RDX, HMX, PETN, and picric
acid; propellants and components thereof such as nitrocellubteek
powder, boron hydrides, hydrazine and its derivatives; polytechnics and
fireworks such as magnesium powder, potassium chlorate, and potassium
nitrate; blasting explosives such as dynamite and nitroglycerin; unstable
organic compounds such as acesgdid tetrozoles, and ozonides; strong
oxidizing agents such as liquid oxygen, perchloric acid, perchlorates,
chlorates, and hydrogen peroxide in concentrations greater than 35 percent;
and nuclear fuels, fissionable materials and products, and reactontsleme
such as Uranium 235 and Plutonium 239.

The manufacture, utilization, or storage of pyrophoric and explosive dusts
shall be in accordance with the safety codes of the National Fire Protection
Association. Such dusts include, but are not limitecaluminum, bronze,

and magnesium powder, powdered plastics, flour and feed, spices, starches,
sugar, cocoa, sulphur, grain (storage), and wood flour.

In the M1 District, the following additional regulations shall apply:

Q) The storage, utilation, or manufacture of solid materials or
products ranging from incombustible to moderate burning is
permitted.

E. Special Use- M-2 Districts. When allowed as a special use the total
capaciy of flammable materials permitted in gallons for industries engaged

to deflect light away from adjoining residentially zoned property or from public
streets. Direct or skseflected glare, from flood lights, commercial operations or
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industrial operations, stanot be directed into any adjoining property. The source

of lights shall be hooded or controlled. Bare incandescent light bulbs shall not be
permitted in view of adjacent property or road rightvay. Any light or
combination of lights that cast liglon a public street shall not exceed -foat

candle (meter reading) as measured from the centerline of the street. Any light or
combination of lights that cast light on adjacent residentially zoned property shall
not exceed 0.5 foatandles (meter readi) as measured from said property.
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ARTICLE 8
SPECIAL USE PERMITS

801 GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS.

1. Purpose: Because of their unique and potentially harméwbcteristics, the uses set
forth in this Article shall be located in a district or districts only upon consideration
in each case of the impact of such use upon neighboring land and of the public need
for such a use at the particular location. Such Usa®gby designated as Special
Uses, fall into three categories:

A. Uses either governmentally owned and operated or operated by regulated
public utilities or traditionally affected by a public interest; and

B. Uses entirely private in character but of such @neathat their operation
may give rise to unique problems with respect to their impact upon
neighboring property or public facilities.

2. Delegation of Power: The County Board is hereby authorized to decide whether
special use permitshall be granted subject to the general and specific standards
contained in the ordinance; to grant special use permits with such conditions or
restrictions as are appropriate to protect the public interest and to secure compliance
with these regulationsind to deny requests which fail to satisfy the standards and
requirements contained herein and which are not in harmony with the purposes and
interest of these regulations and the health, safety, and welfare of theucityn
The County Board shall n@ict on a special use permit application until after a
public hearing has been held by the Zoning Board of Appeals. In no event shall a
special use permit be granted where the proposed use is not authorized by the terms
of these regulations, or where tharslards of this Article are not found to exist.

3. Conditions and Guarantees: Prior to the granting of any special use permit, the
Zoning Board of Appeals may recommend and the County Board may stipulate such
conditions and restrictions upon the establishin location, construction,
maintenance and operation of the special use permit as is deemed necessary for the
protection of the public interest and to secure compliance with the standards and
conditions contained herein. In all cases in which a spas@bpermit is granted,
the Zoning Board of Appeals may recommend or the County Board may require
such evidence and guarantees as may be deemed necessary to ensure that the
conditions stipulated are being, and will be, fully complied with.

material, the Director of Building and Zoning shall call a public hearing for
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the next scheduled meeting of the Zoning Board of Appeals; provided, how
ever, that notice must be published in a newspapemefaecirculation not
more than 30 days and not less than 15 dags forthe date set for hearing.

Recommendation: The Zoning Board of Appeals shall submit a written
report and recommendation to the County Board within 30 days after the
close ofthe public hearing. The concurring vote of at Iéast members of

the Zoning Board of Appeals shall be necessary in order to recommend
approval to the County Board of a special use permit applicéidT-08)

Findings: In making a recommendatito the County Board, the Zoning
Board of Appeals shall specify the particular grounds relied upon and their
relation to the proposed use and shall make affirmative findings that the
proposed use conforms with the general standards set forth in thule.Arti

In no case shall a special use permit be granted if the proposed use will
constitute a nuisance or a public health or safety hazard to adjacent
properties or to the community at large.

Action by County Board: The County Board shall sider tle Zoning
Board of Appeals' recommendation at the next regularly scheduled County
Board meeting for which the agenda item can be docketed. The County
Board, upon receiving the written report and recommendation of the Zoning
Board of Appeals, may, by majoritvote, grant or deny any proposed
Special Use Permit or may refer it back to the Zoning Board of Appeals for
further consideration. If said application for a proposed Special Use Permit
is not acted upon finally by the County Board within 120 days otitie

upon which such application is received by the County Board, it shall be
deemed to have been denied.

B. Concept Plan

An applicant may submit a Concept Plan to the Zoning Board of Appeals for
tentative review and approval. The intent of this procedure is to give the
applicant a idea if the proposed development is acceptable to the County
prior to incurring the expenses associated with preparing a map amendment
and Preliminary Subdivision Plan. A Concept Plan shall include maps and
written statements and shall describe the icelahip of the proposed
Planned Development to the surrounding areas.

1) Maps and plans that are part of the Concept Plan may be in general
form and shaltontain theproposed land uses, the natural features of
the site, the character and density of propokedl uses, the
approximate location of all streets, roads and utility systems.

(2)  The written statement shall contain a general explanation of the size
and character of the proposed Planned Development and expected
schedule of construction.

The McLean Couty Zoning Board of Appeals shall review the
Concept Plan within 60 days after receipt of such plan and shall
submit a written report and its recommendation to the County Board.

C. Modification of zoning district and Subdivision Ordinance regulations

The landscaping plan shall show the size and type of each tree,
shrub and ground cover; and

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The Final Development Plan shall substantially conform to the approved
Preliminary Plan, shall be in final form for the issuance of a building permit,
shall have been previously reviewed by the appropGatenty staff, and
shall include a construction schedule. A final approval by the County Board
shall authorize construction to begin according to thatoation schedule
providing all appropriate permits have been received. Construction of at
least he first stage of development shall begin within three years from the
approval date of the Final Development Plan by the County Board. If
construction does not begin within this period and no effort is made for an
extension of time by the owner, the Fibavelopment Plan shall be voided.

The establishment, maintenance and operation of the spseiualilibe in
conformance with thatentof the district in which the special use is proposed to
be located(6-17-08)

The proposed special use, in all other respects, conforms to the applicable
regulations of the dirict in which it is located2-20-01)

ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS FOR SPECIAL USES. In granting a special use, the
County may impose such conditions, safeguards and restrictions upon the premises to
reduce or minimize any potertiajurious effect of such special uses upon othepenty in

the neighborhood, and to carry out the general purpose and intent of these regulations. The
corditions specified for the uses listed in Section 2 of Article 6 shall also be requirements
for the approval of a special use permit.

TIME LIMIT.

ARTICLE 9
OFF-STREET PARKING AND LOADING REGULATIONS

SCOPE OF REGULATIONS. The oftstreet parking and eftreet loading proviens of
this ordinance shall apply as follows:

1. Accessory offstreet parking and offtreet loading facilities shall be provided as
required by the regulations of this article for all buildings and structures erected and
all uses of land establishedeach district after the effective date of this ordinance.

2. When the intensity of use of any building, structure, or premises shall be increased
through the addition of dwelling units, gross floor area, seating capacity, or other
units of measurement ithe amount specified herein requiring parking or loading
facilities, such additional parking and loading facilities as required herein shall be
provided.

3. Whenever the existing use of a building or structure shall hereafter be changed to a
new use, p&ing or loading facilities shall be provided as required for such new use.
However, if said building or structure was erected prior to the July 27, 1966
effective date of this ordinance, additional parking or loading facilities are
mandatory only in theamount by which the requirements for the new use would
exceed those for the existing use, if the latter were subject to the parking and loading
provisions of this ordinance.

EXISTING PARKING FACILITIES. Accessory offstreet parking facilities in existence

on the effective date of this ordinance and located on the same lot as the building or use
served shall not hereafter be reduced below, or if already less than shall not be further
reduced below, the regaments for a similar new building or use under the provisions of
this ordinance.

PERMISSIVE PARKING AND LOADING FACILITIES. Nothing in this ordinance
shall be deemed to prevent the voluntasyablishment of oftreet parking or loading
facilities to serve any existing use of land or buildings, provided that all regulations herein
governing the location, design, and operation of such facilities are adhered to.

DAMAGE OR DESTRUCTION. For any conforming or neoonforming building or use

which is in existence on the effective date of this ordinance, which subsequently is damaged
or destroyed by fire, collapse, explosion, or other cause, and whiebosstructed, re
established, or repaired, additional -stifeet parking or loading facilities need not be
provided, except that such parking or loading facilities equivalent to any maintained at the
time of such damage or destruction shall be restoredminued in operation.

CONTROL OF OFF-SITE PARKING FACILITIES. In some cases where parking

facilities are permitted on land other than the lot on which the building or use served is

located, soh facilities shall be in the same possession as the lot occupied by the buildings
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or use to which the parking facilities are accessory. Such possession may be either by deed
or longterm lease, the term of such lease to be determined by the County Bdead.

owner of the land on which the parking facilities are to be located shall be bound by
covenants, filed on recoid the Office of the Recorder of McLean County, requiring such
owner, his or her heirs and assigns, to maintain the required numbekion§ gacilities for

the duration of the use served or of said lease, whichever shall terminate sooner.

906 OFF-STREET PARKING GENERAL PROVISIONS. Off-street parking facilities for
motor vehicles shibe provided in accordance with the following regulations:

1. Use: Accessory offtreet parking facilities required for uses listed herein, shall be
solely for the parking of passenger automobiles of patrons, occupants, or employees.
When bus transptation is provided, for patrons, occupants or employees of a
specific establishment, additional open or encloseestodet parking spaces for
each bus to be parked on the premises shall be provided in accordance with
regulations of Article 9, subection906 and sutsection 907.

2. Computation: When determination of the number ofstffet parking spaces
required by this ordinance results in a requirement of a fractional space, any fraction
of onehalf or less may be disregarded while a fraction in £xoé onehalf shall be
counted as one parking space.

3. Collective Provisions: Offtreet parking facilities for separate uses may be provided
collectively if the total number of spaces so provided is not less than the sum of the
separate requirementsrfeach use and provided that all regulations governing
location of accessory parking spaces, in relation to the use served, are adhered to.
Further, no parking spaces or portions thereof shall serve as a required space for
more than one use unless othisenauthorized by the Zoning Board of Appeals.

4. In Yards: Offstreet parking spaces open to the sky may be located in any yard
except in front yards and side yards adjoining a street in the A Agricultural District,
R-1 SingleFamily Residential Districand the R2 Two-Family District.

5. Employee Parking: Parking spaces required on an employee basis shall be based on
the maximum number of employees on duty or residing, or both on the premises at
any one time.

6. Repair and Service: No motor vehiclgpaeg work or service of any kind shall be

permitted in conjunction with any parking facilities. No gasoline or motor oil shall
be sold in conjunction with any accessory parking facilities.

7. Accessible/Handicapped Spaces: In addition to the requiremehtsaé 2,
Section 205.2 of this ordinance, accessible/handicapped parking spaces shall be
provided as required below or as amended per the current requirements of the
lllinois Accessibility Code. (6.8-02)

B. Agricultural demonstigons and other neor-profit activities.

3. Screening: In districts where transition belts are not required all automobile parking
areas containing more than eight (8) parking spaces, located less than 40 feet from
the nearest property line of a lotéa R1 SingleFamily District or R2 Two-Family
District or a lot containing a dwelling as a principal use, shall be effectively
screened from such property line by a transition screen meeting the specifications of
Article 7, Section 709 of this ordinance
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Lighting: Any lighting used to illuminate oftreet parking areas shall be directed
away from residential properties in such a way as not to create a nuisance and in a
parking area containing four or more parking spaces such lighting shall be
extinguished ondalf hour after the close of business except as may otherwise be
permitted or required by the Zoning Board of Appeals for maintaining illumination
with less candig@ower after the time specified above.

Driveways: Each required eftreetparking space shall open directly upon an aisle
or driveway of such width and design as to provide safe and efficient means of
vehicular access to such parking space. Alsbfet parking facilities shall be
designed with appropriate means of vehicalzoess to a street or alley in a manner
which will least interfere with traffic movement. No driveway that crosses public
property at the rightf-way line shall exceed a width of 25 feet in a residential
district and 35 feet in commercial and industdgstricts unless otherwise required

by the County Engineer, applicable township road district commissioner, or the
llinois Department of Transportation.

Location: All parking spaces required to serve buildings or uses erected or
established after thdfective date of this ordinance shall be located on the same
lot as the building or use served. Buildings or uses existing on the effective date
of this ordinance which are subsequently altered or enlarged so as to require the
provision of parking spacesder this ordinance may be served by parking
facilities located on other than the lot on which the building or use served is
located, provided such facilities are within 300 feet walking distance of the main
entrance of the use served.

Parking Spac®imensions: Required offtreet parking spaces shall be at least
nine feet in width and at least 20 feet in length, exclusive of access drives or
aisles, ramps, columns, or office or work areas. Enclosed parking spaces shall
have a vertical clearance dflaast seven feet.

OFF-STREET PARKING SPACE REQUIREMENTS. The minimum number of off

street parking spaces required for uses allowed are provided in Schedule A and Schedule
B below. Schedule A prodes offstreet parking requirements for land uses with a single
type of activity and Schedule B provides-sffeet parking requirements for land uses

ARTICLE 10
SIGN REGULATIONS

INTENT AND PURPOSE. It is the intent and purpose of these sign regulations to
qualify, supplement or define the allowable uses of the severaldpems allowed in the
district regulations appearing elsewhere in this regulation.

APPLICABILITY.  Any sign shall, by definition, be a structure. No land, personal
property or structure shall be useds$mn purposes except as specified herein.

1. A sign lawfully established before the effective date of this ordinance, but not
conforming to the regulations of this ordinance, may be continued. Repair and
maintenance and change of display of a pdibidletin sign and change of poster
panel signs shall be permitted. In addition, any such sign, which must at any time,
be moved by reason of road repairs or utility work may be permanently or
temporarily relocated within 500 feet of the first locatidhrelocated beyond the
term of construction work, the sign shall meet requirements of the ordinance or be
nonconforming. Any sign removed for construction work must be relocated within
120 days or it may not be relocated or replaced thereafter.

2. No sign shall be erected, enlarged, constructed or otherwise installed without first
obtairing a sign permit, and a sign permit shall be legally issued only when in
compliance with this sign regulation. All signs shall be constructed in such a
manner andfesuch material that they shall be safe and substantial.

NONCONFORMING SIGNS. Every sign or other advertising structure lawfully in
existence on the adoption of this code shall not be altered or moved ublessatle to
comply with the provisions of this article, except as otherwise provided for herein.

REMOVAL OF NONCONFORMING SIGNS. Should any nonconforming sign be
damaged by any means to extent of more than 50 percent of its replacement cost at the
time of damage, it shall not be reconstructed except in conformity with the provisions of
these regulations.

1. Removal of OrSite Nonconforming Signs: All esite honconforming signs not
otherwise prohibited by the provisions of these regulations shall be removed or shall
be altered to conform to the provisions of this regulation (a) when the nature of the
business conducted on the premises changes and the sign is changed or modified
eitherin shape, size, or legend, or (b) when the name of the business changes and
the sign is changed or modified either in shape, size, or legend.

2. Removal of signs upon destruction of principal structures: When a principal
structure is destroyed or remavedue to natural or mamade circumstances, all
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signs on the property shall be removed within 90 days, unless a building permit has
been issued to replace the structure within said time period.

1005 PERMIT REQUIRED. No dgn except those listed in Section 1008 may be erected or
altered until a sign permit has been issued by the Director of Building and Zoning.

1. Application: A complete application for a Sign permit shall be submitted to the
Director of Building and Zong on a form established by the County. No
application shall be processed until the application is complete. Application for
permits shall be accompanied by the following, if required by the Director of
Building and Zoning or if required by the provisohnereof:

Pl ans and specifications of the proposed
proposed sign and its construction to be of safe design; the right to inspect all
permanent signs and marquees prior to their installation and erectipricartd the

issuance of a permit.

2. Permit Fees: Every application before being granted a permit hereunder, shall pay
the permit fee as established by the County Board.

3. Review and Action: The Director of Building and Zoning shall review the sign
permit application to determine whether the proposed sign complies with all the
applicable sign regulations of this article. Within 5 days of the submission of a
complete application for a sign permit, the Director of Building and Zoning shall
either:

A. Issue the sign permit, if the sign complies in every respect with the standards
of this Article, if applicable; or

B. Deny the sign permit if the sign fails in any way to comply with the
standards of this Article. The Director of Building and Zgnshall specify
all reasons for the denial.

4. Inspection: Prior to installation of a sign a stakeout inspection shall be required to
see if the sign meets the requirements of this article. The permittee shall notify the
building inspector who shall §pect such stakeout sign and approve the same if it is
in compliance with the provisions of this article. The building inspector may, from
time to time, as he deems necessary, inspect all signs regulated by this article for the
purpose of ascertaining wiher the same is secure or insecure or whether it is in
need of removal or repair.

1. Property directly abutting a state or federal highway may have signage as allowed by
the State of lllinois Department of Transportation and the applicant shall provide a
copy d approval from the lllinois Department of transportation to the Director of
Building and Zoning.

2. Gross Area of Sign: Gross area shall include the entire area within a single
continuous perimeter enclosing the extreme limits of the sign, exclusikie base
on which it is mounted or from which it is suspended. If more than one side of a
sign is utilized as a sign, then only the largest side shall be computed and shall be
counted as a portion of the gross area.

For computing the gross area of amgll sign which consists of letters mounted or
painted on a wall, the area shall be deemed to be the area of the smallest rectangular
figure which can encompass all of the letters.

3. Sign Height: Sign height shall be measured from the elevation abphef the
nearest curb to the highest element of the sign.

4. llluminated Signs: A sign designed to give forth artificial light or designed to reflect
light derived from any source.

A. llluminated signs shall be designed so that light is refliestadirected away
from any residential dwelling district. Any illuminated sign located on a lot
adjacent to, in front of or across the street from any residential district, shall
not be illuminated between the hours of 11 p.m. and 7 ainen such sign
is visible from said residential district unless otherwise allowed by the
Zoning Board of Appeals.

B. llluminated signs which happen to lie in direct vision behind a traffic signal
shall not be in red, amber or green illumination.

5. Flashing or MovingSigns: For the purpose of this regulation, any sign that is
revolving, rotating, moving, animated, has moving lights or creates the illusion of
movement shall be considered a moving sign. Any illuminated sign on which the
artificial light is not constanin intensity and color at all times is considered a
flashing sign.

A. Flashing signs shall not be permitted which are in any way similar to traffic
signals or emergency vehicle lights.
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B. A sign which displays the current time and/or temperatureussy of
intermittent lighting shall not be deemed a flashing sign if the lighting
changes are limited to text indicating time, temperature or other public
messages. Such sign shall not in any case exceed 64 square feet in area.

Access way or Window: A sign erected in any district shall not be erected,

No sign shall be attached
in any form, shape or manner to af&scape or bso placed as to interfere with any
opening required for legal ventilation.

A. No sign shall be maintained at any location where by redsits fostion,
size, shape or color, may obstruct, impair, obscure, interfere with the view
of, or be confused with any traffic or railroad control sign, signal or device,
or where it may interfere with, mislead, or confuse traffic.

B. No sign, exceptor small directional signs, shall be located within three (3)

Total Exemptions: The following signs shall be exempt from the requirements of
this article, except for the provisions of Sectia8€7.1through 1007.9 above and
except that such signs shall comply with appropriate setback eetits as
specified in this ordinance.{8-02) Such signs shall not be illuminated, but may
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be of the beaded reflector type upon approval thereof by the Director of Building
and Zoning. Such signs shall be of the types and contain only such displays as
follows:

A. Permanent signs displaying the name and location of a city, town or village,
hospital, community center, private school, college, YMCA, YWCA,
church, or other place of worship; or the name or place of meeting of an
official or civic body subh as a Chamber of Commerce, Rotary, Kiwanis or
other similar service club.

B. Temporary signs displaying the name, location and time of an event of
public interest such as a State or County Fair, public or general election, or
horse show, provided sudign shall not interfere with the full view of
traffic in all directions. Such sign shall be removed not more than ten days
after the event.

C. Flags or emblems of a government or of a political, civic, philanthropic,
educational or religious organiiat, displayed on private property.

D. Signs of a duly constituted governmental body, including traffic or similar
regulatory signs, legal notices, warnings at railroad crossings and other
instructional or regulatory signs having to do with health,tgafearking,
swimming, dumping, etc.

E. Memorial signs displayed on public or private property.

F. Small signs, not exceeding three square feet in area, displayedvate pri
property for the convenience of the public, including signs to identify
enrance and exidrives, parking areas, one way drives, restrooms, freight
entrances and other similar signs.

G. Scoreboards in athletic stadiums.

H. Signs for the sale of household goods at a residence (for example, garage
sales or auctions) for a @i not to exceed five (5) days in any calendar
year.

l. Real estate signs not exceeding thivtp (32) square feet in area.

J. Construction signs not exceeding thittyo (32) square feet in area.

K. Political signs.

Signs on Public Property: Any sign installed or placed on public property, except in
conformance with the requirements, shall be forfeited to the public and subject to
confiscation, except that log@es on athletic fields shall be allowed. In addition to
other remedies hereunder, the County shall have the right to recover from the owner
or person placing such a sign the full costs of removal and disposal of such sign.

Obscene or Indecent Advisgment: No person shall display upon any sign or other
advertising structure any obscene, indecent or immoral matter.

Any sign located on public rigidf-way, except those signs required by
governmental authority.

TEMPORARY SIGNS. Temporary signs shall be erected and maintained in a safe and
attractive manner and shall be subject to applicable regulations, except as specifically
modified herein.

1. Real Estate Signs: RleEstate Signs shall be removed within one week of the date
of sale, rental, or lease.

2. Construction Signs: Development project (construction) signs shall be no larger
than sixtyfour (64) square feet. Such signs are subject to yard area regptisem
and may be erected at the start of construction and shall be removed upon project
completion.

3. Portable display signs: Display not exceeding fourteen (14) days twice a year.

4. Seasonal sales of produce signs: As required in Article 6, Section 602439.B.

MAINTENANCE.

1. All signs shall be maintained in a safe condition and in such a manner that they shalll

not become a visual detriment to the community at large. The Director of Building
ard Zoning shall be charged with the responsibility and authority to inspect all signs
and direct the maintenance of said signs. Maintenance of signs is defined as
keeping sign structures in a safe condition, free of rust, with broken glass or plastic
replaced, electrical lights and other electrical operations in operable condition,
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letters and other sign components in the equivalent condition as on the sign permit
or as approved.

Should the Director of Building and Zoning find a roaintained sign adefined
above, it shall cause the owner of said sign to be notified as to the deficiency and the
corrective action that needs to be taken.

Should the owner fail to exhibit evidence of compliance within 30 days after the
mailing of the letter of notifiation, the Director of Building and Zoning shall cause
the owner to be cited for violation of this regulation.

SIGNS. Identification signs containing the name of the development, the address of the
development, the name or names of individual businesses and their address may be erected
in addition to the signage permitted for the individuadibesses. This identification sign
may contain the names and addresses of businesses that are not on the lot containing the
identification sign as long as they are in the same subdivision as the identification sign.

The height of an advertising sign shall not exceed 35 feet above the
grade of the ground on which the adwentiy sign sits or the grade
of the abutting roadway, whichever is higher.

No advertising sign shall be on top of, cantilevered, or otherwise
suspended above the roof of any building.

An advertising sign may be illuminated, provided such
illumination is concentrated on the surface of the sign and is so
located as to avoid glare or reflection onto any portion of an
adjacent street or highway, the path ofomming vehicles, or any
adjacent premises. In no event shall any advertising sign have
flashing or intermittent lights, nor shall the lights be permitted to
rotate or oscillate.

An advertising sign must be constructed in such a fashion that it
will withstand all wind and vibration forces which can normally be
expected to occur in ¢hvicinity. An advertising sign must be
maintained so as to assure proper alignment of structure, continued
structural soundness, and continued readability of message.

An advertising sign established within a business, commercial, or
industrial area, aslefined in the "Highway Advertising Act of
1972" (1972 PA 106, as amended) bordering interstate highways,
freeways or primary highways as defined in said Act shall, in
addition to complying with the above conditions, also comply with
all applicable provigins of the Act and the regulations provided
thereunder, as such may from time to time be amended.
